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.PPT 1 …
Good morning friends.  It’s good to be here together – worshiping Jesus – seeking His presence and His voice.  You know Jesus Christ doesn’t wait for us to show up before He shows up.  It’s not like He has His alarm clock set for 8:55 a.m. each Sunday morning … and it goes off, and then He hurries up and shows up here at 2nd Street.  He’s here, waiting for us when arrive, to join Him.  And as much as you may think that you’ve initiated this connection, this conversation, and this experience of praise and worship with Him this morning, let me break it to you … you’re wrong.  God is always the initiator and you and I are always the responders.

I love how the mid-20th-century Christian mystic, Thomas R. Kelley describes this reality in his classic book, A Testament of Devotion …

.PPT 2 …
In this humanistic age we suppose man is the initiator and God is the responder.  But the Living Christ within us is the initiator and we are the responders.  God the Lover, the Accuser, the Revealer of Light and Darkness presses within us.  ‘Behold, I stand at the door and knock’ [He says in REVELATION 3:20].  And all our apparent initiative is already a response, a testimonial to His secret presence and working within us.” (italics added)

And in Kelley’s words, which express this mysterious frontline truth of how God works in our lives, I see our first FAITH LESSON of the morning …

.PPT 3 … FAITH LESSON …

We’re not gathered for worship here today, because we choose to be.  Jesus Christ is always the initiator, and we are always the responders.  Entering into Jesus Christ’s presence, hearing His voice, taking on His character (His thoughts, words, deeds, and priorities) and then more fully living out the will of God … this all happens because we’re responding to the loving, pursuing, wooing, initiation of Jesus Christ.

Let me ask you a question.  Where are you seeing Jesus Christ alive and well right now?  Where are you seeing His presence, His footprints, His voice, His fingerprints, and His actions?  With the people you work with who are accountable to you?  With the people you work with, to whom you’re accountable?  In your relationships with family, with your spouse, with your children, with the people you’re dating, with your friends, or with the people you’ve felt estranged from right now but who Jesus Christ has been inviting you to begin building new bridges of relationship with?  Where are you seeing Jesus Christ alive and well right now?  Where are you seeing His presence, His footprints, His voice, His fingerprints, and His actions?

If you’re not seeing Jesus in these places, then you’re life with Him isn’t the priority of your life.  Because when we make Jesus Christ our First Love (cf., REVELATION 2:4) and the priority of our lives, it’s like we get a new pair of glasses and we begin living life with God, not apart from God … we begin seeing His presence, His footprints, His voice, His fingerprints, and His actions everywhere … and when we look at Him and see what He’s up to, we’ll consistently see Him looking back at us, and inviting us to join Him in what He’s up to.

There are not some parts of our lives and experiences that are “spiritual” and other parts that are “not spiritual” or “natural”.  All of life is most intimately and accurately defined by its “spiritual nature”.  Like C.S. Lewis wrote …

.PPT 4 …
“We are not natural beings who have spiritual experiences.  We are spiritual beings who have natural experiences.”

You may remember that when we looked at JOHN 20:1-10 two weeks ago … it was Sunday morning, and Mary Magdalene (and some other, unnamed women) went to Jesus’ tomb to mourn His death.  But when they arrived, they found that the stone had been rolled away – and looking in, they saw that Jesus’ body was gone as well.  

And so they ran back to where some of the other disciples were staying … and breathlessly told them that Jesus’ body was gone.  Maybe they went back to the Upper Room of the Jerusalem house where they’d all been together with Jesus on the night He was arrested (cf., MARK 14:12-31; LUKE 22:7-20) … where Jesus had washed their feet, shared communion with them for the first time, exposed Judas as His betrayer, and told them that He was going to die.  We don’t know for sure where the disciples were.  But when Mary and these other women found them, she said …

.PPT 5 … JOHN 20:2b (NEW AMERICAN STANDARD BIBLE)
2b “They have taken away the Lord out of the tomb, and we do not know where they have laid Him.”

And when the other disciples heard this news, Peter and John, ran out of the room, out of the walled city of Jerusalem, through the Damascus Gate, to Jesus’ tomb, which was in a garden not far from Golgotha where Jesus had been crucified.  And not far behind them, came Mary Magdalene.  What a few days it had been for her!

Awake early, after a restless night.  On her first journey to the tomb, Mary probably walked.  But she ran back to Jerusalem, and now she’s running back to the tomb, following the other disciples.  Lots of running.  Out of breath.  Lots of crying.  Almost out of tears.  Lots of questions.  Not too many answers.  Yet, that is.

And it appears that by the time Mary Magdalene arrives back at the tomb for the second time that morning, John had looked inside, and Peter had gone inside, and all they’ve found were Jesus’ burial clothes.  Peter and John ran to Jesus’ tomb, but I have a feeling that they walked back to Jerusalem.  Out of steam.  Out of answers.  Out of hope.  And nearly out of faith.  

Where is their Jesus?  Where is their Rabbi?  Where is their LORD?  Did the Romans take Him?  That didn’t seem to make sense.  Did the Jewish Religious Leaders, who’d demanded that He be crucified, steal His body?  Wasn’t it enough that they scourged Him, and jammed a crown of thorns onto His head, and stripped Him nearly naked, and crucified Him, and then ran Him through with a spear?  Wasn’t all that enough?

I can almost hear Peter and John crying out to Mary Magdalene as they approach one another on the path leading to the garden … them returning back to Jerusalem, and Mary still making her way to Jesus’ tomb, “Oh Mary, what are we going to do?  You’re right.  Jesus’ body is gone!  What are we going to do now!?”  And what did the disciples do?  JOHN 20:10 goes on to tell us …

.PPT 6 … JOHN 20:10 (NEW AMERICAN STANDARD BIBLE)
10 So the disciples went away again to their own homes.

But Mary didn’t go back to Jerusalem with Peter and John.  She continued towards Jesus’ now-empty tomb.  I imagine Mary’s faith was nearly drained out of her at this point, and her tears just couldn’t stop coming.  Because if Peter and John were running out of faith, if they were discouraged to the point of nearly giving up … I can see Mary thinking to herself that there’s no way she’ll be able to keep trusting, keep believing, and keep hoping.  But she keeps trudging along to the tomb, mainly because she doesn’t know where else to go.  And this is where JOHN 20:11 picks up…

.PPT 7 … JOHN 20:11-12 (NEW AMERICAN STANDARD BIBLE)
11 But Mary was standing outside the tomb weeping; and so, as she wept, she stooped and looked into the tomb;

12 and she saw two angels in white sitting, one at the head and one at the feet, where the body of Jesus had been lying.

And as Mary Magdalene stands outside Jesus’ empty tomb … crying, confused, and broken, she stoops down, looks inside, and sees two angels sitting on either end of the burial pedestal where Joseph of Arimathea and Nicodemus has laid Jesus’ crucified body.  What a sight this must have been!  Here’s how Grammatica Antivenduto (1571=1626), rendered this scene in the early 1620s …

.PPT 8 … .JPG OF “MARY MAGDALENE AT THE TOMB” | EARLY 1620s
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Following the Jewish customs and laws concerning the handling of the dead, Joseph of Arimathea and Nicodemus, had washed Jesus’ body before they wrapped Him in linen … packing the nearly 100 pounds of myrrh and aloes they’d brought with them in between the layers of the cloth.  But between the time when the stone was rolled into place, and when Jesus was resurrected, His body continued bleeding … and His linen burial clothes, while clean and white when they first came in contact with His scourged, crucified, and speared body, were no doubt, now, covered in blood.

The carved, raised, stone-island that had held Jesus’ body, stood like a low table in the tomb, and piled on its surface laid His bloodied burial clothes.  And sitting on either side of this pile of bloodied, spice-soaked clothes, which was the visible, woven evidence of Jesus’ sacrifice … sat two angels.

One angel sat where Jesus’ head had been, next to the rolled up burial clothes that had covered Jesus’ face just hours before.  And the other angel sat where Jesus’ feet had been.  Do you see the symbolism here?  Looking through Mary’s eyes and John’s written words, this scene symbolizes the Ark of the Covenant, the Atonement Seat (which was the lid of the Ark of the Covenant), and the two angels whose images stood guard over it.  Here’s how the Ark is described in EXODUS 25:17-20 …

.PPT 9 … EXODUS 25:17-20 (NEW LIVING TRANSLATION)
17-18 Make the Ark's cover — the place of atonement — from pure gold.  It must be 45 inches long and 27 inches wide.  Then make two angels from hammered gold, and place them on the two ends of the cover.

19-20 Mold the angels on each end of the atonement cover, making it all of one piece of gold.  The angels will face each other and look down on the atonement cover.

In The Old Testament, the Ark of the Covenant represented the power of God, the presence of God, and the redemptive love of God.  And now the empty tomb represents the same things … the power of God, the presence of God, and the redemptive love of God.

Three years earlier, at the beginning of Jesus’ earthly ministry, it’s recorded in JOHN 1:29, that when Jesus came down to the Jordan River to be baptized by His cousin, John the Baptist, John looked at Jesus, and cried out, “Behold, the Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world!”  And in John the Baptist’s words, the Mission of Jesus’ earthly life and ministry was proclaimed.

The Messiah the Jews had been praying for, looking for, and waiting for, for centuries, had come that day at the Jordan River.  And now, after three years of teaching, miracles, healing, deliverances, and showing the people willing to follow Him a whole new way to be human, Jesus Christ had been crucified, and John the Baptist’s prophetic words from three years earlier had come true, as Jesus died on the altar of the cross for the sin of the world – for your sin and for my sin.

And now, on this first Easter morning, as Mary Magdalene stoops down and enters Jesus’ now-empty tomb, on either end of this symbolic atonement seat where Jesus’ body had been laid to rest … on this raised tomb-table-altar where the bloody, physical evidence of Jesus’ sacrificial death now rested … sat two angels, guarding His story, like the two angels on the lid of the Ark of the Covenant … waiting, watching, guarding the story of what has happened until the time that Jesus was ready to reveal for Himself that He was alive and not dead, and that the story wasn’t over, but that, in fact, it was really only just beginning.

.PPT 10 … JOHN 20:13 (NEW AMERICAN STANDARD BIBLE)
13 And they said to her, “Woman, why are you weeping?”  She said to them, “Because they have taken away my Lord, and I do not know where they have laid Him.”

This is one of the few places in the Bible where a human being comes in contact with angels and isn’t literally knocked down to the ground trembling.  And I think that Mary’s response shows us how broken she was at the death of her precious Jesus that even finding two angels at His empty tomb didn’t seem to faze her too much.

In fact, Mary’s conversation with these two angels is so lucid and focused, that it makes you wonder if she even recognized them as angels.  A few minutes later Mary would mistake Jesus for the gardener, so maybe it still wasn’t light enough for her to see all that clearly once she was inside Jesus’ tomb.  Either way, this interaction between Mary Magdalene and these two aggelos is pretty fascinating stuff.

The words the angels speak to Mary Magdalene here in v. 13 seem almost pastoral … like they’re trying to be empathetic towards her in her anguish, and calm her down.  What a beautiful picture of God’s angels.  In Greek the word for angels is “aggelos” and in Hebrew it’s “malawk” … both literally meaning messenger or representative.

The first time we read about angels in the Bible is in JOB 1:6, which is considered by most Bible scholars and teachers to be the oldest book in the Bible.  Someday I plan on doing a short teaching series on what God’s WORD has to say about angels.  Looking deeper into who angels are, what angels do, and why angels exist, is a fascinating study.  And if you don’t want to wait for me to do to this teaching someday, then I encourage you to read Billy Graham’s classic book Angels, Angels, Angels, to learn more about these glorious creatures that live and breath to worship and obey God, and to be His representatives and messengers to us.

Throughout the Bible, angels often appear in twos (cf., GENESIS 19:1; ACTS 1:10), and they’re often described as being robed in white (cf., EZEKIEL 9:2; DANIEL 10:5-6; REVELATION 15:6).  I’m not sure why angels don’t wear colored garments, other than white is symbolic throughout God’s WORD for sinlessness and holiness.  Since angels aren’t human, they don’t have a sin nature, but it’s clear throughout the Bible that they do have some sort of free will.  But back to JOHN 20.

What am amazing part of The Gospel of John this is!  Mary Magdalene inside Jesus’ empty tomb, in a conversation with two angels.  And while the question the angels ask Mary seems to indicate that they’re trying to comfort her, Mary doesn’t seem scared, but, neither does she seem all that comforted.  Why is that?  Because only Jesus can fill the void in Mary’s heart!  Mary is looking for her Jesus, and nothing else will do, and nothing else, not even angels, are going to distract her from her desire and her need to find Jesus.  And this brings us to another FAITH LESSON …

.PPT 11 … FAITH LESSON …

Before we come into a relationship with God, there’s a Jesus-shaped vacuum inside of us that only Jesus can fill.  Mary loved Jesus before the cross.  But now that Jesus had paid the price for sin on the cross, Mary could come into a born again relationship with Him.

Talking with two angels couldn’t fill this empty place in Mary’s heart.  And neither could trying to be spiritual.  Only reaching out to the crucified and resurrected Jesus, and coming into a surrendered relationship with Him could fill this vacuum.

Despite what Dan Brown wrote in The DaVinci Code, we don’t know much about Mary Magdalene after this day.  The last time we read about her in The New Testament is in ACTS 1:14 … in the list of the people who gathered together in the Upper Room in Jerusalem following Jesus’ ascension back to heaven.  Early Church tradition teaches that Mary died around 63 A.D., after ministering with the Apostle John in the city of Ephesus, which is in what is now modern-day Turkey.

But I believe I can confidently say that Mary Magdalene didn’t write an autobiography later on in her life entitled I Saw Angels.  Because when your passion is for the Person of Jesus Christ, you’re not caught up in other things, no matter how spectacular or supernatural.  If Mary had written an autobiography I think it probably would have been called something like, Restored: How Jesus of Nazareth Put The Pieces Of My Life Back Together.  And this is the God-work that’s at the very root of redemption.  I love how King David writes about redemption in PSALMS 41 & 18 …

.PPT 12 … PSALM 41:4; 18:20 (THE MESSAGE)
4 I said, “God, be gracious!  Put me together again - my sins have torn me to pieces.”

20 God made my life complete when I placed all the pieces before him.  When I got my act together, He gave me a fresh start.

Let’s go on to JOHN 20:13 …

.PPT 13 … JOHN 20:13 (NEW AMERICAN STANDARD BIBLE)
13 And they said to her, “Woman, why are you weeping?”  She said to them, “Because they have taken away my Lord, and I do not know where they have laid Him.” [emphasis added]

I love how Mary Magdalene says here in v. 13, “my Lord.” [emphasis added]  This precious little word my, indicates that Jesus was all that mattered to Mary.  I think it’s safe to say that when Mary came into a relationship with Jesus, Jesus Himself, the living WORD of God, became her REIGNING priority.  And by coming to Jesus’ tomb early on that first Easter morning, Mary showed her love for Jesus by mourning Him, and by not being afraid to be publicly associated with Him.

Mary understood that after surrendering her life to Jesus Christ, and after He started putting the pieces of her life back together, that she had a choice to make … to either make Him THE REIGNING PRIORITY of her life, or to just add loving Him to the TO-DO LIST of her life.  And Mary chose to make Jesus Christ THE REIGNING PRIORITY of her life.

A lot of people try and show their love for Jesus Christ by doing things for Him.  They’re always involved in some sort of service or ministry for God.  And that’s all well and good – I mean Jesus wants works of faith to flow out of us, and be the fruit of our love relationship with Him.  But it’s so important that we not confuse “Christ-likeness” and “religious activity”.  Here’s what author Frederick Buechner writes about this reality in his book Wishful Thinking: A Theological ABC …

.PPT 14 …

The trouble oftentimes with religious people is that they try to be more spiritual than God.

Around the same time John wrote this Gospel, Jesus’ half-brother James wrote a letter that appears near the end of The New Testament and bears his name … and in the first chapter of that letter James wrote that people who follow Jesus Christ need to be “doers of the word and not only hearers.”  Here’s what James wrote in context …

.PPT 15 … JAMES 1:22-25 (NEW CENTURY VERSION)
22-24 Do what God's teaching says; when you only listen and do nothing, you are fooling yourselves.  Those who hear God's teaching and do nothing are like people who look at themselves in a mirror.  They see their faces and then go away and quickly forget what they looked like. 

25 But the truly happy people are those who carefully study God's perfect law that makes people free, and they continue to study it.  They do not forget what they heard, but they obey what God's teaching says.  Those who do this will be made happy.

Mary wasn’t just following Jesus out of tradition or ritual.  She made knowing and following Jesus the REIGNING PRIORITY OF HER LIFE.  She wanted her love for Jesus to make an actual difference in her life.  She wanted works of faith to flow out of her love for Him.  And in Mary’s humble and passionate seeking out of her Savior, her Lord, and her Rabbi, I see another FAITH LESSON for us this morning …

.PPT 16 … FAITH LESSON …

In PROVERBS 8:17 God says, “I love everyone who loves Me, and I will be found by all who honestly search.”

Are you looking for Jesus so you can have conversations with Him, listen to Him, surrender more fully to Him, and partner with Him in what He’s up to?  This is what He longs for!  Oh, that we’d respond to His voice, and His nudges, and go to deeper levels of worship, sacrifice, courage, and surrender.

Do you think Mary Magdalene will find her Lord?  She’s looking for Him, so you better believe she will.  We almost always find what we’re really looking for.  Let’s read on in vv. 14-16 and see …

.PPT 17 … JOHN 20:14-16 (NEW AMERICAN STANDARD BIBLE)
14 When she had said this, she turned around and saw Jesus standing there, and did not know that it was Jesus.

15 Jesus said to her, “Woman, why are you weeping? Whom are you seeking?”  Supposing Him to be the gardener, she said to Him, “Sir, if you have carried Him away, tell me where you have laid Him, and I will take Him away.”

16 Jesus said to her, “Mary!”  She turned and said to Him in Hebrew, “Rabboni!” (which means, Teacher).

As we’ve studied JOHN 19-20 over these past weeks, we’ve seen how incredibly brutal Jesus Christ’s suffering was as He endured the torture of the crucifixion.

· His scalp was lacerated from the crown of thorns being shoved down upon His head. 

· His eyes were blackened and His face was swollen from all the blows He received to His face – many of them coming when He had a bag over His head, preventing the instinctive, defensive recoil that God has built into each of us when we’re struck.

· The Old Testament prophet Isaiah tells us in ISAIAH 50:6, that Jesus’ beard was plucked right off of His cheeks, further adding to His disfigurement.

Are you seeing how the picture we usually have that Jesus Christ was restored back to His normal, pre-crucifixion self after the resurrection is far from the truth?  Soon, in The Gospel of John, we’ll see that Thomas was able to touch the open wounds in Jesus’ hands and side.  And around 50 years later, when the Apostle John wrote The New Testament book of REVELATION he said …

.PPT 18 … REVELATION 5:6 (NEW CENTURY VERSION)
6 Then I saw the Lamb [Jesus Christ] standing in the center of the throne and in the middle of the four living creatures and the elders – and the Lamb looked as if He had been killed.

All those years later, John saw the Lamb of God, Jesus Christ, standing in heaven, looking as if He'd been killed.  And in ZECHARIAH 12:10 we read prophetic words describing Jesus Christ when He returns at the end of the Great Tribulation – which is at least 2,000 years after His crucifixion, resurrection, and ascension … 

.PPT 19 … ZECHARIAH 12:10 (CONTEMPORARY ENGLISH VERSION)
10 I, the Lord, will make the descendants of David and the people of Jerusalem feel deep sorrow and pray when they see the One they pierced with a spear.  They will mourn and weep for Him, as parents weep over the death of their only child or their first-born.

Like The Old Testament prophet Isaiah wrote in ISAIAH 52:14, “His appearance was marred more than any man, and His form more than the sons of men.”  Gang, I believe that Jesus Christ retains the wounds He received on the cross to this very day.  And so when Mary Magdalene saw Jesus at the tomb, He didn’t look anything like He had before His arrest, before His torture, and before His crucifixion.  He was nearly unrecognizable.

v. 15 … Supposing Him to be the gardener, she said to Him … We read in MATTHEW 27:57 and in JOHN 19:38 that Joseph of Aramathea was a rich man, and as such, he more than likely had a large garden around His tomb that was tended by a resident gardener.  In these gardens outside of Jerusalem, wealthy families grew their own vegetables, fruit, and flowers, and they often had a resident gardener who lived in a small house within the garden to protect it from thieves.

v. 15 … she said to Him, “Sir, if you have carried Him away, tell me where you have laid Him, and I will take Him away.” … The average Jewish woman in New Testament times was 5’3” to 5’5” tall and the average Jewish man was 5’7” – 5’9”.  And so, how was this small woman going to carry the dead, lifeless body of a grown man?  I love what New Testament scholar Merrill C. Tenney writes about Mary’s response to the “gardener”.

.PPT 20 …
“Mary’s words reveal her devotion.  She never paused to consider how she would carry the corpse of a full-grown man or how she would explain her possession of it.”

Because Jesus was Mary’s LORD … because she’d made the choice to make Him the REIGNING PRIORITY OF HER LIFE, and to live with Him in a relationship of dependent trust, she didn’t think about what she couldn’t do for Him.  Rather, she only thought about what “through Him” she could do “with Him and for Him”.  And in Mary’s words, and in Tenney’s description I see a final FAITH LESSON for us …

.PPT 21 … FAITH LESSON …

True love knows no obstacles.  Like the Apostle Paul writes in FIRST CORINTHIANS 13:7, “True love puts up with anything, trusts God always, always looks for the best, never looks back, but keeps going to the end.”  LUKE 1:37 … Nothing is impossible with God.  ROMANS 8:31 … If God is for us, who can be against us?  JOHN 15:5 … Apart from Christ I can do nothing.  PHILIPPIANS 4:13 … Through Christ I can do all things.

What wall are you up against?  What roadblock have you encountered in your life with God, with other people, or with yourself?  Take out your teaching notes page and write down the one thing going on in your life right now that you’ve said to yourself about, “This one is just too big for God or for me to tackle!”  And let’s pray these verses over this situation and over you as tell Him that you’re going to stop fighting against Him and start partnering with Him in conquering!

In v. 16 Mary calls Jesus “Rabboni.”  The common Greek word for teacher, “Rabbi” was used for a broad range of teachers, religious and otherwise.  But the word Rabboni was mainly used when God Himself was instructing His people.  Oh friends, how Jesus longs to teach you and I the heart, the plans, and the character of His Father, so that we can begin to live more completely into God’s will.  Don’t turn away from Jesus Christ when He longs to teach you the intimate, precious, truths of God.  Invite Jesus Christ to be your Rabboni.

.PPT 22 … JOHN 20:17-18 (NEW AMERICAN STANDARD BIBLE)
17 Jesus said to her, “Stop clinging to Me, for I have not yet ascended to the Father; but go to My brethren and say to them, ‘I ascend to My Father and your Father, and My God and your God.’”

18 Mary Magdalene came, announcing to the disciples, “I have seen the Lord,” and that He had said these things to her.

How awesome that out of all the people Jesus could have chosen to deliver two important messages for Him on this first Easter, that He chooses to Mary Magdalene.  In New Testament times the testimony of a woman wasn't even admissible in court.  And yet Jesus appeared to women first and told them to testify of His resurrection.

The first time Mary ran back, the only news she had to share was, “Jesus’ body is gone!”  But the second time, Mary ran back to Jerusalem proclaiming, “I have seen the Lord!”  And then she told them everything Jesus said to her.  I can just see and hear Mary telling the story about the tomb, the angels, the “gardener”, and her precious Jesus over and over and over again!

Are you seeing the resurrected Lord Jesus?  Are you understanding the brutality He endured to forgive your sins and my sins?  Are you hearing Him unfold His plans for your life?  Are you listening as He’s shares with you His desire that you’d worship Him in spirit and in truth, and serve Him with courage, sacrifice, and joy?  Are you proclaiming the Good News that Jesus Christ is alive, and inviting others into relationship and fellowship with Him?  Can you say with Mary, “I’ve seen the LORD?” or maybe even more intimately, can you say “I’ve seen my LORD?!”

.PPT 23 … SECOND TIMOTHY 1:7 (THE MESSAGE)
7 God doesn't want us to be shy with His gifts, but bold and loving and sensible.  So don't be embarrassed to speak up for our Master …

Oh, people of 2nd Street … may God empower us … you and me, like Mary Magdalene, to testify boldly, and unashamedly of His resurrection to everyone He brings across our paths.  For this is part of the evidence of a person who has changed and is changing, because they’ve encountered Jesus Christ and made Him THE REIGNING PRIORITY OF THEIR LIFE.

.PPT 24 … NEXT SUNDAY … MATT AND GAYLE DENHAM …
