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.PPT 1 …

Good morning dear friends.  Today we wrap up a journey we began on Sunday, 5 May 2007, 27 months and 70 teachings ago … a journey that’s taken us through The Gospel of John at a pace that has opened up our hearts and minds to the reality of Who Jesus Christ is, what His life and ministry were like when He was here on Earth, and most importantly, how His death and resurrection brought about the forgiveness of sins, and the possibility of you and I coming into relationship with God.  What a ride!

This morning we’ll go all the way through this last chapter of JOHN 21.  And if you’ve been a regular part of this study these past months, then you know that there’s only been one other chapter in The Gospel of John that we’ve gone all the way through in one Sunday morning session, and that was JOHN 9.  So we attempted this feat a year ago, on Sunday 8 May, when we were nearing the halfway point of the Gospel, and now we’re going to do it again.  There are three main sections to JOHN 21 … with three distinct messages for us to grab onto and live out.

.PPT 2 …
vv. 1-14
Jesus WANTS US TO KEEP OUR EYES ON HIM.
Jesus helps His disciples catch some fish in the Sea of Galilee, and then cooks them breakfast on the beach.

vv. 15-17
Jesus IS THE ONE who GETS TO define what being his Disciple means, not us.
Jesus talks with Peter about what his life will look like when it really flow out of love and devotion to Him.

vv. 18-25
JESUS WANTS US TO FOLLOW HIM CLOSELY.

Jesus describes to Peter what it means to “follow” Him.

But before we unpack these verses in JOHN 21 … let’s pray.

.PPT 3 …
vv. 1-14
Jesus WANTS US TO KEEP OUR EYES ON HIM.
.PPT 4-8 … JOHN 21:1-14 (NEW AMERICAN STANDARD BIBLE)

1 After these things Jesus manifested Himself again to the disciples at the Sea of Tiberias, and He manifested Himself in this way.

2 Simon Peter, and Thomas called Didymus, and Nathanael of Cana in Galilee, and the sons of Zebedee, and two others of His disciples were together.

3 Simon Peter said to them, “I am going fishing.”  They said to him, “We will also come with you.”  They went out and got into the boat; and that night they caught nothing.

4 But when the day was now breaking, Jesus stood on the beach; yet the disciples did not know that it was Jesus.

5 So Jesus said to them, “Children, you do not have any fish, do you?”  They answered Him, “No.”

6 And He said to them, “Cast the net on the right-hand side of the boat and you will find a catch.”  So they cast, and then they were not able to haul it in because of the great number of fish.

7 Therefore that disciple whom Jesus loved [John] said to Peter, “It is the Lord.”  So when Simon Peter heard that it was the Lord, he put his outer garment on (for he was stripped for work), and threw himself into the sea.

8 But the other disciples came in the little boat, for they were not far from the land, but about one hundred yards away, dragging the net full of fish.

9 So when they got out on the land, they saw a charcoal fire already laid and fish placed on it, and bread. [emphasis added]

10 Jesus said to them, “Bring some of the fish which you have now caught.”

11 Simon Peter went up and drew the net to land, full of large fish, a hundred and fifty-three; and although there were so many, the net was not torn.

12 Jesus said to them, “Come and have breakfast.”  None of the disciples ventured to question Him, “Who are You?” knowing that it was the Lord.

13 Jesus came and took the bread and gave it to them, and the fish likewise.

14 This is now the third time that Jesus was manifested to the disciples, after He was raised from the dead. [1) Mary Magdalene at the tomb, 2) Disciples in the Upper Room, and now 3) on the shore].

In some ways it seems like The Gospel of John ended with the last two verses of JOHN 20.  I mean Jesus had died, He’d been resurrection, He’d sent out His disciples, and John told us why he’d written this fourth Gospel … which, unlike the other three Gospels probably wasn’t written as one whole piece, but over time, in sections, and then assembled into a whole piece near the end of John’s long life, between 85-100 A.D.  Here are the commonly accepted dates of when the four Gospels were written …

.PPT 9 …
1. Mark | 50s to early 60s A.D.
2. Matthew | 50s to 70s A.D.

3. Luke | 59 to 63 A.D.

4. John | 85 to 100 A.D.

But The Gospel of John doesn’t end in JOHN 20.  And in JOHN 21, what we have is an epilogue of sorts.  And as John teaches us in these last three sections, I see him emphasizing the truth that for Jesus, relationships were always more important than rules.  And here’s what I mean by this:  At the end of Jesus’ life here on earth, He didn’t give His disciples a final exam, covering His top-ten greatest sermons.  He met them where they were.  He brought truth, understanding and insight into everyday conversation.  And He reminded them that He loved them and wanted them to keep following Him even though He knew that there would be rough times ahead.  Which brings us to our first FAITH LESSON this morning … 

.PPT 10 … FAITH LESSON …

It’s okay, and it’s even healthy and wise to have mentors and models of what it means to follow Jesus with whole hearts instead of divided hearts, and what it means to be maturing disciples.  But, as followers of Jesus Christ we need to keep our eyes off other people, and fix them onto Jesus.  Yes, we need one another for encouragement and accountability.  But we should never start depending on people, for what we should primarily be depending on Jesus for.

Let’s look back at JOHN 21:1-14.  The Sea of Tiberias was commonly referred to as the Sea of Galilee during Christ’s ministry years.  But remember, John is writing this book many decades later, and things change (think Portland’s 39th Avenue becoming Cesar Chavez Boulevard).  And the reason it’s become more commonly referred to as the Sea of Tiberias is because of the city of Tiberias was on its Western shore.

In MATTHEW 28:16 we read that Jesus told His disciples to go back home, up North from Jerusalem, to Galilee, and wait there for His Holy Spirit, Who, Jesus said, in His timing He’d send into their midst and to fill them up and send them out to be His witnesses in Jerusalem, Judea, Samaria, and the uttermost parts of the earth.

And so, for the most part, the disciples had traveled the roughly 60 miles NE from Jerusalem up to the Sea of Tiberias and are back in their hometowns now.  But it isn’t long before Peter grows impatient and takes his Galilean fishing boat (which were commonly about 15 feet long) and heads out onto the Sea of Tiberias to fish.  And Thomas, Nathaniel, James, John, and two other, unnamed disciples head to the boat with him.

And we do this too, don’t we?  How easily we give up waiting for Jesus and go fishing.  Jesus asks us to wait, to tarry, or to linger with Him or for Him, and after a while we get restless and shift our attention to something else.  I’m not advocating being lazy or slothful.  But i am saying that we all struggle with …

.PPT 11 … S.A.D.D., or Spiritual Attention Deficit Disorder

You know what I’m talking about.  I know you do.  How easily we find security in the distraction and busyness of familiar things.  I get it that there’s a certain kind of comfort and rest in focusing our sight on what we know.  But God frequently tells us in His Word to be still, to patiently wait on Him, to continually meditate, and to ceaselessly pray.  In The Old Testament, King David knew the value of this way of life God calls His followers to, and he wrote about it when he penned PSALM 27 …

.PPT 12 … PSALM 27:14 (NEW ENGLISH TRANSLATION)

14 Rely on the Lord!  Wait on Him.  Be strong and confident!  Yes, rely on the Lord, and wait on Him.

And it’s interesting to me that seven of Jesus’ original twelve disciples were fishermen.  Fishermen know how to weather tough times and stormy weather … they’re patient and okay with delayed gratification.  All, good qualifications for a disciple of Christ.  Seeds are planted, watered and tended, and then we have to wait for the plant to grow, and for the harvest to be brought in.

The disciples knew what Jesus had told them to do.  But rather than waiting and praying, they went fishing.  This is reminiscent of what Jesus asked His disciples to do in the Garden of Gethsemane on the night He was arrested … and then they all fell asleep.  Fishing was what they knew and were comfortable with.  But gang, how many of you know that when you go back to your former ways, when you turn back to your old life, you find that it no longer meets your needs the way you thought that it might have before?  So they went fishing.  It was nighttime, but it was also a dark time for them … and big surprise, they caught nothing.

In JOHN 6, we read that after Jesus gave His disciples some instructions that were going to be hard to follow, that were going to take them to places of surrender and sacrifice, that many of Jesus' disciples turned their backs on Him, and stopped following Him altogether.  They had SADD, Spiritual Attention Deficit Disorder.  They were willing to follow Jesus as long as it got them what they wanted, but when it came to surrendering more fully to Jesus, they bailed.  And yet, do you remember the conversation Jesus had with Peter on that day?

.PPT 13 … JOHN 6:66-68 (NEW CENTURY VERSON)

66 After Jesus said this, many of His followers left Him and stopped following Him.

67 Jesus asked the twelve followers, “Do you want to leave, too?”

68 Simon Peter answered him, “Lord, where would we go?  You alone have the words that give eternal life.” [emphasis added]

And here’s the internal conversation we often have in times like this …

“God, I know You see what I’m going through … with my kids, with my spouse, with my job, with my health, with my finances, with my emotions, with my fears.  God, You see it all.  I know that You know me.  But You seem so silent now, so inactive right now.  What’s going on?  I’m tempted to take things back into my own hands.  I’m

T H I S close to doing it!  I’m reaching for my fishing pole LORD!

But I also know in my knower, that if I bail on You, I’m not going to find what I’m looking for, or be able to grab onto what I’m grasping for.  And so Lord, as hard as it is to do, I’m making the choice to keep my focus on You.  Because, Jesus, where could I go but to You?  Where else could I go?  Nowhere.  Nowhere.  Nowhere.”


But what happened when Jesus told His disciples to fish on the other side of the boat, and they obeyed?  They weren’t that far off base.  I mean it was just the other side of the boat, right?!  But that subtle shift in surrender, obedience. and focus made all the difference!  Gang, we’ve got to keep our eyes on Jesus.  Fishing on one side of the boat instead of on the other side, is in earthly terms, ludicrous!  But remember what the Apostle Paul said about this in FIRST CORINTHIANS 3?

.PPT 14 … FIRST CORINTHIANS 3:19 (NEW LIVING TRANSLATION)

13 For the wisdom of this world is foolishness to God.  As the Scriptures say, “God catches those who think they are wise in their own cleverness.” [JOB 5:13]

God seems to delight in asking us do things totally contrary to the world's wisdom. 

· Remember Noah?  Surviving a great judgment by building a boat.
· Remember Moses?  Providing water for three million people in the middle of the desert by smacking a rock with his shepherd’s staff?
· Remember Joshua?  Bringing down the walls of Jericho by marching silently around it once a day for six days, and then seven times on the seventh day, followed by blowing a trumpet and letting out a shout?
· Remember Jesus?  Coming into a relationship with the God of the universe and begin spending eternity with Him in the here and now by surrendering to Him – all because this Jewish carpenter, Who was also God’s Son, was nailed to a cross over 2,000 years ago, and Who, after dying and being buried, came back to life?
Here’s what the Apostle Paul wrote about this truth in his first letter to the Christians living in the Greek town of Corinth …
.PPT 15-16 … FIRST CORINTHIANS 1:20-22, 25 (NEW LIVING TRANSLATION)

20 So where does this leave the philosophers, the scholars, and the world's brilliant debaters?  God has made them all look foolish and has shown their wisdom to be useless nonsense.

21 Since God in His wisdom saw to it that the world would never find Him through human wisdom, He has used our foolish preaching to save all who believe.

22 God's way seems foolish to the Jews because they want a sign from heaven to prove it is true.  And it is foolish to the Greeks because they believe only what agrees with their own wisdom.  

25 This “foolish plan of God” is far wiser than the wisest of human plans, and God's weakness is far stronger than the greatest of human strength.

And when we’re with God, doing God’s will, God’s way, staying smack dab in the center of God’s will and His plans for us, doing foolish things will always be more successful than doing whatever the world calls wise!  And we read in JOHN 21:6, 11 that after switching their nets to the other side of the boat, that there were so many fish in the net, that even with all seven of them, they couldn't get the net back onto the boat!  And so they had to haul it the 100 yards into shore, behind the boat.

It sounds like Peter got to shore before the boat.  And I love the fact that when John told Peter that it was Jesus Who was calling out to them from the shore, that Peter got dressed, jumped into the water, and swam to the beach where Jesus then responded to the physical needs in his life and in the lives of the other disciples, as He cooked them a breakfast of fish and bread.  Jesus was a chef.  Who knew?

And as Peter swam up to the beach, and got out of the water, he could, no doubt, smell the fire, the bread, and the fish.  It’s not hard to picture Peter walking out of the water toward Jesus.  He’s been fishing all night, it’s morning now, he’s tired and soaked, but he’s so excited to see Jesus and get warmed up and dried out by the fire.  Remember the last time we read about Peter warming himself by the fire?  It was back in JOHN 18 when Peter denied to everyone that He was one of Jesus’ disciples, while nearby Jesus is being questioned and then beaten by the Roman authorities.  But now Peter has his eyes focused onto Jesus.

And now, no more than a couple of weeks later, here’s Peter, face-to-face with Jesus.  And instead of Jesus yelling at Peter, instead of saying, “You knucklehead!  You said you’d never turn your back on Me, but that’s exactly what you did.  And You’re supposed to be waiting for Me on that mountain over there, and I get here, and you’re out fishing.”  How awesome is it, that instead of berating Peter, Jesus just says to him in v. 10, “Hey, bro, bring some of your fish over here.”

v. 9 … fish and bread over the coals … the original fish taco!  And you thought Baha Fresh came up with it!  Where do you think Jesus got the fish and the bread?  I think it was a miracle.  The word John uses here for fish is opsarion, which literally means, small fish.  The typical word for fish is ichthus … that’s the word used in v. 6.

The only other place in The New Testament where the word opsarion is used, is in JOHN 6 to describe the little fish in the little boy’s lunch that Jesus multiplied and feed thousands of people who’d come to hear Him teach.  And as the disciples get to shore, I can't help but wonder if they were remembered the other time when Jesus provided a meal with the same two ingredients, 2 little fish, and 5 chunks of bread.

And then Peter did something amazing.  v. 11 says that Peter singlehandedly drags that net full of 153 fish up onto the shore, when earlier, all seven of them couldn't haul it into the boat with all of their combined strength.  And I see another FAITH LESSON for us here …

.PPT 17 … FAITH LESSON …

When Jesus Christ tells you to do something, He will always provide you with the strength and the means to do it.  In JOHN 5 Jesus encountered a man who’d been sick for 38+ years, and said to him, “Get up, pick up your pallet, and walk.”  And immediately the man was healed, picked up his pallet, and started to walk.

Gang, when God calls, He also provides and enables.  Our job is to just obey in faith.  The difference in this story isn’t between the right and left sides of the boat, but between surrendering and partnering with God, or working without God.  Our job is to throw the net onto the other side of the boat (or whatever else Jesus tells us to do), even when it seems foolish by the standards of the world.  Our job is to walk over to the net and with Jesus’ help to start dragging it to shore.  It's up to the Lord to supply the means.  This is like what the Apostle Paul wrote in PHILIPPIANS 4:13 …

.PPT 18 … PHILIPPIANS 4:13
13 For I can do everything with the help of Christ who gives me the strength I need. (NEW LIVING TRANSLATION)

13 Whatever I have, wherever I am, I can make it through anything in the One who makes me who I am. (THE MESSAGE)

So Jesus wants us to keep our eyes on Him.  But in vv. 15-17 we see that Jesus is the One who gets to define what it means to be His disciple, not us.

.PPT 19 …
vv. 1-14
Jesus WANTS US TO KEEP OUR EYES ON HIM.
vv. 15-17
Jesus is the one who GETS TO define what it means
to be His Disciple, not us.

.PPT 20-21 … JOHN 21:15-17 (NEW AMERICAN STANDARD BIBLE)

15 So when they had finished breakfast, Jesus said to Simon Peter, “Simon, son of John, do you love Me more than these?”  He said to Him, “Yes, Lord; You know that I love You.”  He said to him, “Tend My lambs.”

16 He said to him again a second time, “Simon, son of John, do you love Me?”  He said to Him, “Yes, Lord; You know that I love You.”  He said to him, “Shepherd My sheep.”

17 He said to him the third time, “Simon, son of John, do you love Me?”  Peter was grieved because He said to him the third time, “Do you love Me?”  And he said to Him, “Lord, You know all things; You know that I love You.”  Jesus said to him, “Tend My sheep.”

Jesus asks Peter in v. 15, “Do you love Me more than these?”  And the word Jesus uses here for love is agapao … which is the kind of God-based, compassionate love that’s committed to pursuing the good of another even to the point of personal sacrifice, and that may not be appreciated or responded to.

Different Bible teachers teach different things about who or what the “these” are that Jesus refers to in v. 15.  But based on what’s being emphasized throughout the chapter, and what’s right in front of Jesus and Peter while they’re having this conversation, I think Jesus is talking about the fish Jesus helped Peter and the other disciples catch.  And so I see Jesus asking Peter while He’s stirring the wood on the fire … “Peter, do you unconditionally love Me more than fishing?”

And Peter's response is, “Yes, Lord; You know that I love You.”  But what doesn't come across in the English translation here is the true nature of what Peter says back to Jesus … because Peter uses a different word for love than Jesus used.  Jesus used the word agapao … but Peter uses the word phileo, which means brotherly love.

“Peter, do you unconditionally love Me more than fishing?”  “Yes, Lord; You know I love You like a brother.”  And so Jesus asks Peter again, and once again He uses the word agapao for love … “Peter, do you love Me unconditionally?”  And Peter answers again, “Yes, Lord; You know that I love you like a brother.”  And then the third time, Jesus asks, “Peter, DO you love Me like a brother?”  And this third time Jesus uses the word for love that Peter has been using, phileo.

Peter was really grieved when Jesus asked him this a third time.  He was struggling to confess His unconditional, agapao love to Jesus.  He knew Jesus understood this, but He didn’t want to lie.  He’d let Jesus down, in a way that was huge, in a way that He found it hard to believe Jesus could actually and completely forgive.  And so Jesus asked him if in fact he “even had the brotherly love for Him that he claimed to.”

With all three questions, Jesus told Peter how he could show that his love for Him was real, and rooted in agapao … “Tend My lambs, shepherd My sheep, tend My sheep.”  The words for lambs and sheep Jesus uses are expressed in the Greek diminutive form.  So in other words Jesus is saying, “Feed My young little lambs.  Shepherd my newborn sheep.  Tend My Spring lambs.”  And what Jesus is referring to here is that He’s telling Peter that we show and live out our agapao love for Him by making the choice to love and care for the least of those around us … to reach out to the defenseless and ones who we can’t expect to get anything back from.  Remember, it’s Jesus, not us, who gets to define what it means to be His disciple.
.PPT 22 … PSALM 95:7 (NEW AMERICAN STANDARD BIBLE)

7 For He is our God, and we are the people of His pasture and the sheep of His hand.

Remember back in JOHN 10:11-13 where Jesus told us that He’ the good shepherd.  Well we’re to follow His example, and shepherd one another, tend to and care for the people God brings across our paths, concerned to the point of action and intervention for the people God loves and brings into our lives.  Especially as I mentioned earlier, for the least of these.

Author and speaker Brennan Manning has written that if there’s one word that best describes the life and ministry of Jesus Christ, it would have be the word compassion.  And I think I agree with him.  And gang, again, it’s Jesus, not us, Who gets to define what it means for us to be His disciple.  It’s not how much we give or serve.  It’s not how many times we go to church.  It’s not how many committees we’re on.  It’s how much we live into and live out the character of Jesus Christ.  It’s how much we become surrendered vessels, out of whom God can pour His compassion into a hurt world.  Remember, that there are three main sections to JOHN 21 …

.PPT 23 …

vv. 1-14
Jesus WANTS US TO KEEP OUR EYES ON HIM.
vv. 15-17
Jesus is the one who GETS TO define what it means to be His Disciple, not us.
vv. 18-25
JESUS WANTS US TO FOLLOW HIM CLOSELY.

.PPT 24 … JOHN 21:18-19 (NEW AMERICAN STANDARD BIBLE)

18 “Truly, truly, I say to you, when you were younger, you used to gird yourself and walk wherever you wished; but when you grow old, you will stretch out your hands and someone else will gird you, and bring you where you do not wish to go.”

19 Now this He said, signifying by what kind of death he would glorify God.  And when He had spoken this, He said to him, “Follow Me!”

The Early Church writers tell us that about thirty-four years after the events of this day on the shore of the Sea of Galilee, that Peter was sentenced by Emperor Nero to be crucified in Rome.  19th century British theologian and scholar Benjamin Jowett wrote that as Peter watched his own wife being crucified, he cried out to her, “O thou, remember the Lord!”.  And Jowett goes on to tell us that Peter was then thrown into a Roman prison called The Mamertine and that for the last nine months of his life, while tied to a post, and in absolute darkness, he was tortured daily.

And yet, in spite of all the suffering Peter endured, it was also reported that he led his Roman jailers, Processus, Martinianus to Jesus Christ, and also 47 fellow prisoners and other prison workers.  And finally, on a day in the Spring of 67 A.D. as part of what Emperor Nero called the “Circus” (implying that it was done for entertainment) Peter was put to death.  And it is said that Peter pleaded with his executors to be crucified upside-down, because he didn’t believe he was worthy to die in the same way as his Savior and LORD, Jesus Christ.  And they granted his request.

And so when Jesus said in v. 18, “But when you grow old, you will stretch out your hands” He was prophesying to Peter the manner of his own death.

.PPT 25-26 … JOHN 21:20-25 (NEW AMERICAN STANDARD BIBLE)

20 Peter, turning around, saw the disciple whom Jesus loved [John] following them; the one who also had leaned back on His bosom at the supper and said, “Lord, who is the one who betrays You?”

21 So Peter seeing him said to Jesus, “Lord, and what about this man?”

22 Jesus said to him, “If I want him to remain until I come, what is that to you? You follow Me!” [emphasis added] 

23 Therefore this saying went out among the brethren that that disciple would not die; yet Jesus did not say to him that he would not die, but only, “If I want him to remain until I come, what is that to you?”

24 This is the disciple who is testifying to these things and wrote these things, and we know that his testimony is true.

25 And there are also many other things which Jesus did, which if they were written in detail, I suppose that even the world itself would not contain the books that would be written.

Peter seemed to be concerned about John’s future as well as about his own.  And in response, Jesus tells him not to worry about that, but to stay close to Him … to follow Him.  We need to see Jesus’ words in v. 22 as a mild rebuke as He said to him, “If I want him to remain until I come, what is that to you? You follow Me.”

It was these words that started a rumor circulating in the Early Church that John wouldn't die before Jesus Christ returned.  But of course, that wasn’t what Jesus said to Peter, nor what He implied about John.  Let’s look back to the beginning of JOHN 21 for a moment as we close …

.PPT 27 … JOHN 21:2 (NEW AMERICAN STANDARD BIBLE)

2 Simon Peter, and Thomas called Didymus, and Nathanael of Cana in Galilee, and the sons of Zebedee, and two others of His disciples were together.

Why do you think that two of the disciples out in the boat that day aren’t named?  I don’t know for sure, but let me suggest to you the good news that leaving these two unfocused renegades unidentified, allows you and me to take our place among them – because like I said earlier, we know what it’s like to find ourselves out fishing when we should have stayed put on the mountain.  We’ve tied to define with our own rules what it means to be a disciple of Jesus Christ.  And we’ve tried to follow Jesus from a distance, while telling ourselves that we’re “close, or close enough.”  So maybe you could be identified as one of these unnamed disciples.  I know that I’m certainly a good candidate to insert my name into the slot left by the other unnamed disciple.

But praise the LORD that I’m maturing, and that I’m learning how to keep my eyes more focused on Jesus.  And praise God that I’m learning how to let Jesus define what it means to be His disciple, even when that involves waiting, patience, pruning, surrender, a shifting of my priorities, and sacrifice.  And praise God that I’m learning how to follow Jesus more closely, instead of following my own desires, my own ego, and even my own fears.
It’s taken me 27 months to teach through The Gospel of John at roughly three times a month … after factoring in vacations and holidays.  Can you imagine how long it would have taken if John had tried to write down everything Jesus said and did for three years?!  And gang, I see a final “end of The Gospel of John” FAITH LESSON for us here …

.PPT 28-29 … FAITH LESSON …

Jesus restores sinners.  You may feel like you’ve totally blown your witness as a Christian.  But God isn't finished with you yet … and He will come back to you over and over again, asking you to search your heart and see that He loves you and that “yes indeed” you love Him.  Notice that nowhere here does Jesus say to Peter, “Strike Three, you're OUT!”  Some of us can identify with Peter, because we’ve felt like we've denied the Lord.  Often people who feel like they've let the Lord down, will just lower their heads and try to slink away.

But the truth of the matter is that this morning Jesus has come back to you and to me, and He’s calling out from the shore, and He’s saying … “Come back into ministry at whatever level you can.  I can use you.  Please dear one.  Come back into relationship with Me.  Come back into fellowship with Me.  Come back into ministry with Me and with other disciples.  Come home.  Come home.
