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FIVE FAITH LESSONS FROM JONAH …

1. When we run away from God, and God’s will for our lives, there will always be consequences.  But even in the midst of our disobedience God can continue working, using our lives and even our disobedience, and the consequences of our disobedience to draw others to Himself and to His plans for their lives.

2. In our rebellion we look for purpose and meaning in everything but God.  Coming to the end of ourselves, we recognize our inability to live life on our own, and come to the realization that God alone has the answers we’ve been looking for.  Praise God for His patience with us!

3. We don’t need to be reluctant or afraid when obeying God.  When God asks us to do something FOR Him and WITH Him, He has ALWAYS, ALREADY BEEN AT WORK, setting the stage, getting people ready to hear Him and come to Him.  God uses our simple words offered in obedience to open people’s hearts to Him.

4. [bookmark: _GoBack]When trying to do GOD’S WILL OUR OWN WAY, our priorities often get mixed up, and we end up living a life of extreme highs and extreme lows.

5. KNOWING GOD is the beginning of our relationship with Him.  OBEYING GOD is what moves us toward maturity in our relationship with God.  Why settle for KNOWING God when we can pursue OBEYING God?

JONAH 1 | Jonah disobeys God and goes his own way.  Let’s obey God and go with Him His way.

JONAH 2 | Jonah reaches out to God in prayer.  Let’s learn to be people of prayer, not just in times of crisis, but in “all things”.

JONAH 3 | Jonah tries doing God’s will his own way.  Let’s learn to do God’s will, God’s way, and know the peace of this choice.

JONAH 4 | Jonah pouts and learns some important lessons.  Let’s learn the lessons God has for us the first time around, and love and forgive our enemies, even as Jesus Christ has loved and forgiven us.
