Humility & Eternal Perspective

We who live in this land of abundance and are therefore rich in this present world, we embrace your instruction to not be arrogant or conceited or fix our hope on the uncertainty of riches, but to set our hope in You, God, Who richly supplies us with all things to enjoy.  1Tim 6:17.
We remember no physical possession of this world will go with us after we die.  Help us to put on an attitude of not possessing anything; to use the things of this world but not be engrossed or absorbed by them, for we know this world in its present form is passing away.  1Cor 7:30-31.  Psalm 49:17.

Give us Holy Spirit power to not love the world nor the things in the world that are not of You, the lusts of the flesh and the eyes and the boastful pride of life, for this world is passing away.  Instead, fix us upon building heavenly treasures, doing Your will as revealed in Your word, into eternity.  1John 2:16-17.

Wise Counsel

Holy God, empower us by Your Holy Spirit to be people of self-control.  Lead us away from unwise borrowing that enslaves us to the lender.  Help us to owe nothing to anyone except to love one another.  Lead us away from the temptation for empty, dishonest, unjust, or hasty gains and pursuits that do not profit the spirit; from greedy ways that curse and spurn You; from eating the bread of the miserly or their delicacies. Generosity

We renounce envy and desire for what belongs to another, but instead ready ourselves with bountiful gifts to bless others and help the needy.  Ex 20:17.  2 Cor 9:5.
We commit to Your Word by saying we will sow bountifully and therefore we will reap bountifully.  Speak into our hearts so we are purposed there to sow into the lives of others by whatever ways and means we can. We so desire to do this, not grudgingly or under compulsion, but as cheerful givers.  Thank You for telling us that You love it when we are cheerful givers, so we know how we may please You and bring You glory.  2Cor 9:6-7.
Thank you for your promise to bless us Your people who are generous to give “some of our food” to the poor.  Help us to be able to follow Your word to, on the first day of the week, set aside and save for the saints in need, as a routine habit of giving from our prosperity.  Prov 22:9.  I Cor 16:1-2.
Thank You for giving us all sufficiency in everything so that we may have an abundance for every good deed.  We acknowledge that You Who give seed to the sower and bread for food have said you WILL provide and multiply our resources for sowing and increase the fruits of righteousness (goodness, kindness, and charity).  We acknowledge that You enrich in everything so we can be liberally generous in our contributions to meet the needs of others.  We overflow with thanksgiving to You and hope to give You glory in this way.  2 Cor 9:8-13.
Jesus, You called some to sell all for the poor and follow You, as You did with the apostles.  You cautioned that it will be hard for the wealthy to enter the kingdom of heaven but nothing is impossible for You.  You commended the poor widow who gave from her meager holdings.  The early church members claimed nothing and gave freely to prevent a needy person among them.  After hearing Your words of life, we implore that we, too, would be so stirred by the Holy Spirit to seek out ways to demonstrate the same kind of radical, sacrificial giving to Your kingdom as a demonstration of our wholehearted devotion to You.  May our wealth be not known by the amount we own but by the amount we give.  Luke 18:22-28.  Mark 12:41-44.  Acts 4:32-37.  2Cor 8:1-5.
Sovereign Lordship & Faithfulness
We humbly submit to Your Lordship and sovereignty over us and our earthly possessions and reputations.  We agree with Job who through his trial did not sin and did not blame You, Holy God, Who works all things for the good of those who love You and are called to Your purposes.  We humbly agree with Job’s words when through the darkness of troubles he spoke:  “Naked I came from my mother’s womb and naked I shall return there.  The Lord gave and the Lord has taken away.  Blessed be the name of the Lord.”  But help us to see a time of lean for even the righteous as only for a season and faith to believe a time of bountiful, double blessing will come, as You extended to Job, coming after he saw You, Lord, and as he was selflessly interceding for his friends.  Your same blessing came for Abraham, for Joseph, for Joshua, for David, for Esther, for Ruth, for Hannah, for Elizabeth and all those throughout the Scriptures who put their trust in You.  Rom 8:28.  Job 1:21.  Job 42:5,10.
We commit to remembering You are the Lord our God Who is giving us power to make wealth to confirm Your covenant, which You swore to the offspring of Abraham, and as it is to this day, even to those who are grafted in among them and have become partakers with them of the rich Root of the olive tree.  We humbly proclaim we do not support the root, but the Root supports us.  Rev 5:5.  Deut 8:18.  Rom 11:17-18.
We thank You that You, Son of Man, are sowing us as sons of Your kingdom, on good soil, so we can hear Your Word, understand it, bear fruit, and bring forth a spiritual bounty – thirty, sixty, and a hundredfold.  We thank You that we are not sown in places where no good root can form, such as among the thorns where the worry of the world and the deceitfulness of wealth would choke the Word to unfruitfulness.  Matt 13:37,38,22,23.
We lift up holy hands and profess our trust is You, Lord, and with Your strong roots, we know our leaves will be green, and we will not be anxious in a year of drought nor cease to yield fruit.  We profess our delight is in You.  We delight in and continually meditate upon Your law, and are thankful that in whatever we do, we prosper.  Jer 17:8.  Psalm 1:2-3.
Contentment

Help us to learn to be content in whatever circumstances we are, as Paul did, so we will know how to get along with humble means, and also how to live in prosperity.  In any and every circumstance, we will know the secret is that we can do all things through You, Holy God of Spirit Who strengthens us, whether our flesh experiences fill and abundance or moments of hunger and suffering.  If we have food and covering, with these we shall be content.  Phil 4:10-13.

Kingdom of God, Heavenly Treasures, & Godly Warnings
Help us to never lean on, trust in, or be devoted to worldly things, for such a person is like a dead branch that falls, but a life devoted to You, God, is flourishing like the green bough.  Prov 11:28.

Almighty God, deliver us from evil and lead us away from a spiritually unhealthy ambition to gain more and more financial security and gain, which leads to foolish and harmful desires plunging into ruin and destruction.  Deliver from evil and lead any weak ones away from the love of money and longing for it, for we acknowledge it is a root of all sorts of evil.  If any of Your children are wandering from the faith because of it and piercing themselves with many griefs, Almighty God, with Your powerful kindness, lead them to turn away and flee from these things, and instead become disciples of Jesus Christ, pursuing righteousness, godliness, faith, love, perseverance, and gentleness.  1Tim 6:9-11
Jesus, You needed food and drink but used it to teach us so much more about You and Your kingdom, from that first wedding feast at Cana to Your last breakfast on the shore of Galilee.  You took time to warn us to be devoted to God alone and not attempt to pour our lives into both God and finances.  We cannot serve both.  We will only weary ourselves to pursue wealth, which is fleeting.  You instructed us to devote to work for the food which endures to eternal life.  For this reason of devotion to You, lead us away from the temptation to worry about our lives on the earth, our bodies, our food, our drink, our clothing, our tomorrows.  Infuse us with faith to truly believe that You – Who sustain creation in the birds of the air and the lilies of the field – know already what we need and WILL provide for our needs and additionally for Your benevolent purposes.  We cry out for help to seek You first and move beyond any focus to meet these needs and desires of the flesh.  We cry out for Your transforming power to experience Your kingdom and Your righteousness as our focus.  John 2:7-12.  John 6:27.  John 21:12-14.  Matt 6:24-34.  Prov 23: 4-5.  Rom 12:2.
Stir us up to refuse to store for ourselves treasures on earth where moth and rust destroy and where thieves break in and steal; stir us up to commit to store for ourselves treasures in heaven for where our treasure is, there our hearts will be also.  Matt 6:19-21.

Our Provider

Give us today our daily bread and feed us with the food that is our portion, and never so much that we could be tempted to be self-sufficient and deny You – “Who is the Lord; I don’t need Him.”  Likewise, spare us from a place of so much want that we could be tempted to dishonor Your name with deceit, stealing, or cheating. Jesus, You taught us to pray to our Father, “Give us this day our daily bread.”  Father, we see that even in the desert place, You lovingly provided for Your people water and daily manna out of heaven to eat.  We will be like David who proclaimed “I have been young and now I am old, yet I have not seen the righteous forsaken or his descendants begging bread.”  We are so grateful that this is true today for us Your children Who call upon Your holy Name as Abraham did, Yahweh Yireh our Provider, “In the mount of the Lord it will be provided.”  Matt 6:11.

Jesus, we see Your amazing power that fed the five thousand and the four thousand; but unlike the manna in the desert of ancient days, You directed the disciples to gather the leftovers.  Help us to truly understand that Your power continues to be directed toward us and through us today for not just our households but to overflow to others. Fear Not

Jesus, as You taught in the parable of the talents, empower us to act wisely and prudently, investing back into Your kingdom from what You have entrusted to us, without fear of losing assets for today or security for tomorrow or an inheritance for our posterity.  At this moment and continually, we lay time, talents, money, and possessions at Your feet.  We pray fervently that any abundance is an opportunity for us to demonstrate more goodness and faithfulness and trustworthiness before You, to joyfully please You, and to receive even more responsibility from Your hand.  Matt 25:14-30.
Help & Direction in Livelihood & Gain

Father, in Your rich grace and kindness toward us in Christ Jesus, give us the business, the employment the professional opportunities and then the skill, ability, strength, wisdom, and endurance to joyfully and thankfully provide for ourselves and our families.  In this way we will live out our faith.  1Tim 5:8.
Everything You have created is good, O God, and we purpose to receive with thanksgiving and not throw away or refuse what is offered to us.  1Tim 4:4.
We renounce any tendency to become lazy and like a sluggard.  These ways will lead to poverty and scarcity.  Instead, God, we observe the ants You created to prepare and gather provisions.  Thank you for teaching us, too, to prepare diligently for the future.  Prov 6:6-11.  Prov 10:4-5. 
We trust in You, Lord, with all our hearts and lean not on our own understanding.  We acknowledge You in all our ways, and You will direct our paths.  We commit our work to You, Lord, so our plans will be established.  Let Your favor be upon us and confirm the work of our hands, yes, confirm the work of our hands.  Prov 3:5-6.  Prov 16:3.  Psalm 90:17.
We pray You will reward our work, and our wages will be full from You, Lord, under Whose wings we come to seek refuge.  We trust that as we labor patiently, you will increase our gain, just as he who works his land is promised abundant food.  We commit to render to all what is due them including tax to whom tax is due.  Ruth 2:12.  Prov 13:11.  Prov 28:19.  Rom 13:17.
Giving & Abundant Blessing

Lord, we purpose to bring the whole tithe, which is the tenth of our incomes, into Your temple storehouse that exists today for Your kingdom work and workers.  So we do test You in this, Lord of hosts, as Your word calls us to do; we look eagerly to see You fulfill Your promise to open the floodgates of heaven and pour out so much blessing that we will not and do not have room enough for it; to rebuke the devourer for us, so that it will not destroy our fruits from the ground to the fields; this will bring You glory and be a witness to yet the unsaved who will call us blessed and in a delightful place.  Mal 3:10-12.
Grant us the courage and fortitude to honor You from our income, from the first of all we have gained, to contribute to our local church, as well as to those who are Your hands and feet of charity and who make disciples of all nations around the world.  IF these servants sow spiritual things in us and on our behalf to others in foreign places, it is not too much for them to reap material things from us.  Mal 3:10.  Prov 3:9.  I Cor 9:7-14.
We hold onto Your promise that as we honor You from the first of all we have gained, we WILL see our storage places filled with plenty and our vats overflowing with new wine.  Above all, we pray for the new wine and fruit to be Your Holy Spirit poured into us and out from us and our families.  Prov 3:9-10.  Mark 2:22.  Eph 5:18-20.  Gal 5:22-23.  Acts 1:5,8.
Beyond the needs of our own, we purpose to further live out our faith by giving to brothers and sisters, those without clothing and in need of daily food, we purpose to give them what is necessary for their bodies.  For we know faith without works is dead, being by itself, but if God so loved us, we also ought to love one another.  James 2:14-17.  IJohn 4:11.
We refuse to harbor the wicked attitude that if we come into a financial blessing we would withhold from a needy brother and give him nothing.  Even in far away places, he may then appeal to You, Lord, against us, and we would be found guilty of sin before You and hinder our intimacy with You.  Deut 15:9-11.

Instead, Holy God, stir up within us to give generously and do so without a grudging heart; then because of this, we know You will bless us in all our work and in everything we put our hand to.  Dear Father, our hearts go out to the poor who will always be among us.  We heed Your command to be openhanded and gracious toward our brothers and sisters and toward the poor and needy among our neighbors and in our world.  We will send portions to those who have nothing prepared for the joy of the Lord is our strength.  Prov 19:17.  Neh 8:10.
You have also told us that if we are gracious to a poor man, we lend to the Lord, and You will repay us for each one’s good deed.  So if we are in need of rebuke because we have not invited in a stranger, or clothed the naked, or visited the sick and imprisoned, we heed Your warning, dear Jesus, and repent of these sins and change our ways this very day.  But far instead, our desire through giving is to honor You and hear You say, “Truly I say to you, to the extent that you did it to one of these brothers of Mine, particularly to the least of them, you did it to Me.  Prov 19:17.  Matt 25: 34-46.  Phil 2:12-13.
As we have seen in all of these scriptures, we are so grateful that You do not require giving from us without giving to us in return.  Jesus, You eagerly told us to “Give, and it will be given to you.  They will pour into your lap a good measure – pressed down, shaken together, and running over.  For by your standard of measure it will be measure to you in return.”  Luke 6:38.

Holiness & Glory to God

O Father, we commit our individual persons as temples and our corporate House of Prayer to not require repeated cleansing by the hand of Jesus.  Lead us away from the temptation to return to the business and affairs of this world so much so that they overtake our commitment to holiness. Jesus, as You spoke it, teach us again today, Lord, to be so passionate about giving to the poor and needy so swiftly – without regret, self-righteousness, or mulling it over – that it is as if our left hand does not know what our right hand is doing.  We offer it to You in secret, so You, Father, Who sees what is done in secret, will reward us in Your perfect way and time. Matt 6:2-4.
If the one who benefits says, “Thanks and praise to God for His gift to me!” then the giving was done well without attention on us.  Father in heaven, we hope to let our lights shine so brightly before men that when they see the good works, it will glorify You.  May the way we act with the wealth of this world serve as a tool for your Holy Spirit of conviction to draw many hearts to the eternal life of knowing You.  Matt 5:16.  Luke 16: 9.  John 17:3. 
We give thanks at all times and for everything to You, our God and exalted Father, in the Name of our Lord Jesus Christ, knowing this continual attitude of thanksgiving is your expressed WILL for us!  Eph 5:20.  1Thes 5:18
