introduction: When we’re talking about our lives, most of us wouldn’t think in terms of “kingdoms.” But the 
reality is that each one of us has one. We have some area of our lives where we rule and reign. Your kingdom may be 
as vast as your school, or it may be as small as your bedroom or your cell phone. There’s a place in your life where you 
are in complete control and really don’t care what anyone else thinks or wants. A place where you exert your will. And 
if you’re a follower of Christ, this is a problem because it competes with His kingdom—and there’s only room for one 
kingdom and only room for one King.

The set
For the Upside Down series, make your room or set a literal example of the title. Turn things upside down or inside out. You 
could turn your chairs upside down for the first week (of course they could turn them right side up for sitting). You could also play 
off of opposites. For instance, if something is normally black, make it white. Or you could make your entrance the exit. If you are 
using the games provided in the middle school adaptation, then create a mini-kingdom by placing a throne in a particular place 
on your set or in your room.

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Middle School Adaptation 
The following activities and illustrations will help middle school students connect with the subject matter in ways that engage 
them physically, mentally, socially and sometimes emotionally. 

Series Idea:  
Throughout this series try to incorporate a small section in the front of the room that will resemble a small kingdom. Have some 
really nice chairs or a comfy couch for a student or two to sit on. You may also want to provide the students with beverages 
and snacks, maybe a dozen doughnuts. You’ll want to make it an enticing and popular place where students will want to be. Be 
creative with the space. Each week let the winning student(s) of the game sit and rule in their own kingdom for the rest of your 
program. You may want to allow that person or persons to invite one guest to sit with them and enjoy the reward.

GAME: King of the can 
(This game is designed to be used as an icebreaker to Session 1.) 
Select about eight students to play this physical game. To be fair, you may want to play one round with guys and another 
round with girls. Place a large rubber trashcan in the center of your room and have eight students stand in a circle around it. 
Between each student you will need a short two-foot piece of rope that the two students will hold on to (you could also use socks, 
bandanas, or whatever else you have lying around). Tie a knot in each end of the rope as a grip for each student. Once the eight 
students have formed a complete circle around the trashcan using the ropes to hold them together, they can begin the game. 
The object is to push, pull, or swing opposing players into the trash can without letting go of their ropes. If any student touches 
the trashcan or lets go of his or her rope, that person is eliminated. Restart after each elimination with one less person until there 
is just one remaining student—the King of the Can!

ILLUSTRATION: pictionary
(Use this illustration an introduction to the TRUTH section of the teaching script, before point “A”.) 
Before you begin your lesson select a student or two to come to the front and play a quick game of Pictionary. Give the students 
a few easy phrases to draw, and for the rest of your group to guess (i.e. an elephant, a church, the Grand Canyon). Then give 
them one last phrase to try and draw—the “kingdom of God”. They will most likely have some difficulty describing it for the other 
students. They may even come up with some ideas that incorrectly portray what the kingdom of God is. Give them some time 
and see what they come up with. You may even want to let a few other students try to draw it. This will be a nice introduction to 
this series.
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Teaching Script 
The teaching script is divided into five sections. 

Introduction: This introduction is intended to connect you, the communicator, to the audience usually through a personal 
story or observation. We’ve included our stories, but you may want to substitute your own story in this section. 

Tension: The tension moves the message from the “me” mentality of the introduction to a “we” mentality. For example, a 
transition statement might be, “At some point in our lives, we have all been jealous of someone over something.”  

Truth: Once the tension builds, the next logical step is to uncover the truth of what the Bible says about the topic.  

Application: At this point, the message moves to a “you” mentality in order to teach the application. The “you” is the 
student. Take God’s truth and unpack how it relates to each student so that he or she can apply it to everyday life.  
 
Landing: Here it is important to land the message on what each student needs to know and do with what they’ve heard. Just 
as the message began with a personal story or observation, the message also ends with a “me” mentality. For example, one 
possible landing statement might be, “I have a greater sense of purpose knowing that God created me in His image.” Leave the 
students with a clear sense of what all of you should do with what you’ve heard.  
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TEACHING OUTLINE
INTRO:
People create their own kingdoms. 

TENSION:

What is this kingdom?

APPLICATION:
Jesus’ kingdom sounds good, but not when our personal kingdoms are at risk. 

If left up to us, we would pray, “My kingdom come, my will be done.” 

My kingdom will always care more about self-preservation.

Before you can even begin to seek God’s kingdom, you have to identify your own kingdom.

(Note to Communicator: The tendency as you communicate this week will be to not only help students identify the kingdoms in 
their lives, but help them come to a point of resolving or yielding to God’s kingdom. But don’t go there. We’ll do that in Session 2. 
Since the concept of “kingdoms” is probably different than the way the majority of your students think about their lives, it’s worth 
camping out on this point and helping them arrive at a place where they simply begin to see their kingdoms.)

Introduction 

	 A. �There are some people you just don’t mess with—do you know what I mean? Like if some guy plays professional 
football and weighs 300 pounds of pure muscle, you don’t go up to him and say, “Hey, sissy man.” Or if a woman 
walks in and she might be pregnant, but you’re not 100-percent sure, you just don’t ask for fear of the wrath that 
may follow. Or if you’re walking down a city street at night all alone, and someone looks suspicious, you don’t make 
eye contact just in case they end up taking you down. I would also add one person to the list of people you don’t 
mess with—my grandmother. You don’t mess with her. 
 
She doesn’t look very threatening. She’s probably around five feet tall and is in her eighties. And while she’s not the 
warmest person in the world, she’s also not the meanest—well, unless you do one thing. And one day at church, I 
found out what that one thing was. 

	 B. �I had just started attending the large church where my grandmother had gone for years, and on one particular 
Sunday, I arrived a few minutes earlier than my friends. I decided to use the time to visit with my grandmother. I 
walked up to the front of the church and saw her hunched over, slowly shuffling her way down a row of chairs. She 
was placing a single white envelope on each seat. She looked up and gave me a smile. 

	 C. �Before I could ask her what she was doing, a man and his wife walked up to the littered chairs and tried to sit down. 
My grandmother’s smile quickly faded. She said with a stern, harsh voice, “Those seats are saved,” and she gave 
them the stare-down. The couple suddenly started looking around awkwardly for another place to sit, and they 
quickly walked back about 10 rows—far away from my grandmother’s staked-out territory. Minutes later, several 
elderly women made their way up to where my grandmother was and took their reserved places. 

	 D. �My grandmother and her friends had staked out their territory, and she was unwilling to give in to anyone who might 
mess with her agenda. Her actions showed me a side of her I had never seen, and really turned my thinking about 
her upside down. She had set up her own kingdom with somewhat invisible boundaries. 

TENSION

	 A. �As crazy as you might think my grandmother is—and I must admit that she frightened both me and that 
unsuspecting couple—she’s not the only one with a kingdom. We all have one. You might not have a castle, a crown 
or a royal joker, but you do have a kingdom. You have certain decisions you make every day that are an expression 
of your will or your desires. What you are wearing is an expression of your kingdom. You decided what to put on 
this morning. Your iPod is your kingdom. You decide what music is on there. Your cell phone is your kingdom. You 
decide what calls you answer and who gets put on speed dial or your “favorites” list. Your kingdom is the place 
where you decide the way things are going to be. The place where you exert your will.

TENSION (cont’d)  

	 B. �Anyone in charge of a kingdom or in charge of a specific area is exercising their will, their desires. It’s kind of like 
that children’s game called “King of the Hill.” The whole point of the game was that the king would stand at the top of 
the hill and push everyone else off who tried to get to the top. You wanted to be the last person standing. (Come to 
think of it, my grandmother would be really good at that game.) If you were the last one standing, you won. 

	 C. �So why are we talking about kingdoms? Well, because Jesus talked about it—all the time. In fact, it appears so 
much in the New Testament that you really can’t ignore it. Here are just a few examples:  
 
“The time has come,” [Jesus] said, “The kingdom of God is near. Repent and believe the good news!”  
(Mark 1:15 NIV).  
 
“The secret of the kingdom of God has been given to you” (Mark 4:11 NIV).  
 
[Jesus] sent them out to preach the kingdom of God and to heal the sick (Luke 9:2 NIV).  
 
“Seek first [God’s] kingdom and his righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well”  
(Matthew 6:33 NIV). 

	 D. �The idea of the kingdom of God was central to the message of Jesus. His words seemed not only to communicate 
what the kingdom would be, but also that it somehow would happen now. It’s both a someday idea and a present 
reality. Confused? I don’t blame you. It’s upside down from how you and I normally think about things. But given 
how important it was to Jesus, it’s a good idea to try to figure out what exactly He was talking about. What is  
this kingdom? 

TRUTH

	 A. �Most of us, when we hear the word “kingdom,” think of a place where a king or a queen is ruling. Our idea of a 
kingdom isn’t all that different from what people would have thought 2,000 years ago when they heard this word. 
When people heard Jesus talk about a kingdom, something pretty similar came to mind. 
 
When Jesus came on the scene, the Jews were living in the kingdom of Rome, more commonly known to us today 
as the Roman Empire. So when Jesus talked about a new kingdom, a kingdom of God, you can bet that people 
perked up a bit. They would have welcomed change from the current governing authority. When they heard about 
this kingdom of God, they probably envisioned a shift in power, a new government where Jesus was king and they 
were free from Rome. And the kind of kingdom they imagined was one where after years of oppression, the Jews 
would finally be the ones in charge. 

	 B. �Now, if you were living under Roman rule, this would seem like a really good thing because of how oppressive 
the Roman government was. And Jesus seemed like a good guy to be in charge of this new kingdom. He healed 
people. He cared about people. He preached a lot about change. And everything He did or said seemed like a 
great escape from where the people of Israel were. But those who followed Jesus had an image of a kingdom that 
conflicted with what Jesus actually had in mind.

TRUTH (Cont’D)

	 C. �Let’s look at one of the instances where Jesus talked about this kingdom. It’s part of a prayer. In fact, this prayer 
was an example that Jesus used to teach His disciples how to pray. He wasn’t teaching them some mantra to cite, 
but rather showing them how to pray—demonstrating what should be the intent and direction of the words. And He 
began by saying:  
 
“Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name, your kingdom come, your will be done on earth as it is in heaven” 
(Matthew 6:9-10 NIV). 

	 D. �Okay, let’s stop there. You can’t necessarily see this from the English translation, but in the original text, Jesus used 
a really interesting literary tool. Now, before you start tuning me out because this sounds too much like a grammar 
class, hear me out. He uses something we call parallelism. Basically, parallelism is like saying the same thing twice 
but using different words. It was a really common practice in the ancient Middle East.  
 
So Jesus was saying, “Your Kingdom come = Your will being done.” Basically, someone’s will and someone’s 
kingdom are linked together; God’s will and God’s kingdom are connected. That statement would have meant  
that God’s kingdom coming is the same as God’s will being done here in this world. All of those verses we looked  
at referring to God’s kingdom actually mean God’s will. In other words, God’s will is near, God’s will is what we  
seek, etc. 

	 E. �Jesus’ message was, “I am bringing God’s way of doing things into a world where things have gone terribly wrong. 
God’s way is coming.” Essentially, Jesus Himself was a walking example of what God’s kingdom would look like. 
By living a blameless life, He was saying, “If you want to know what God looks like, it’s Me. If you want to see what 
God’s kingdom looks like, watch Me.” 
 
But it doesn’t stop there. Let’s take it a step further. Jesus said that He wants you—meaning all of us as 
His followers—to pray as He prayed. This is how God’s way would begin to come into this Earth. In a world 
characterized by jealousy, greed and bitterness, we are to pray that God’s will, that God’s kingdom, would come to 
rule here. Sounds like a pretty big task, doesn’t it? It is. 

	 F. �But Jesus modeled the way. And by looking at Jesus’ example and looking back at what God’s will for humanity has 
been since the beginning, we can start to get a picture of what God’s kingdom coming looks like. What was God’s 
original will for us before He let us choose our own way here on Earth? What was the world like, that God created, 
before Adam and Eve chose brokenness? It was wholeness. The world God created was a world without pain. It 
was a world where humanity was in sync with Him; where humanity was in sync with each other; and where there 
was no sickness, dysfunction or drama. 
 
And when Jesus came to the world, He was in the business of restoring wholeness to people—be it physical, mental 
or spiritual. All of the things that were broken in the garden because of sin, Jesus came to restore. He restored sight 
to the blind because blindness was not part of God’s original plan. He healed the sick because sickness was not 
part of God’s original plan. He comforted the hurting because sorrow was not part of God’s original plan.  
 
But most importantly, when Jesus came He restored our relationship with God. His life and His death became the 
bridge for us to have an ongoing relationship with the Creator of the universe. What was destroyed in Eden was 
restored on Calvary.

APPLICATION

	 A. �Jesus restored what was broken; that was the purpose of His kingdom then and that is how His kingdom comes 
now. So basically, if we had to sum up God’s kingdom with one word, it would be restoration. But here’s where 
things start to get messy. Very rarely are your kingdoms and my kingdoms about restoration. If most of us were 
honest, we would admit our own personal kingdoms really are centered around that whole “King of the Hill” 
mentality—we push anything and anyone away that messes with us ruling our kingdoms. And while the idea of 
Jesus’ kingdom sounds good in theory, it starts to lose some of its appeal when our personal kingdom is at risk. It 
feels so opposite from how most of us are wired. See, our kingdoms, in an effort to profit ourselves, often involve a 
lot of breaking, a lot of fracturing and a lot of damage all for the sake of “me.”

	 B. �But Jesus’ time here on Earth involved a lot of fixing—and it wasn’t at the expense of other people or by forcing 
people to bow to His will. See how this could be a problem? The kingdom of God and the kingdom of me are often 
at odds. His kingdom was like no kingdom His disciples, the people of Israel or the Roman Empire had ever seen 
before. His kingdom, His will, doesn’t look a whole lot like what we would expect either. We live in a world where 
people make bad decisions with their wills, and where everyone tends to think that their kingdoms are the most 
important. We all sort of bump into each other as our kingdoms collide with one another and with God. 

	 C. �The disciples and the people of Jesus’ time felt this. When Jesus was teaching the disciples to pray, “Your kingdom 
come, Your will be done,” this was a big deal. The followers of Jesus had one idea of a kingdom—and it involved an 
empire where Rome was put in its place. But God’s kingdom involved Jesus dying a criminal’s death by execution. 
And while the disciples were committed to following Jesus, they had to choose between their own personal desire 
for a kingdom where life would be easier and more comfortable, or the kingdom that Jesus was talking about. 
Because of the difference in kingdoms, their ideas, their expectations became painfully clear. They began to see 
where there was a contrast, even if they had the best intentions. So Jesus prayed, “Your kingdom come, Your will 
be done,” because He knew if He left it up to us, we would pray, “My kingdom come, my will be done.” In modeling 
this prayer, He was essentially saying, “Your kingdom and My kingdom probably look totally different.”

	 D. �It still happens today. Look around you. Without looking very far, we see evidence of our kingdoms that totally 
contradict the kingdom of God Jesus talked about. I can remember how I idolized my big sister when I was growing 
up. I just adored her. Needless to say, the feeling was not mutual. But in my attempt to mimic everything she did 
or had, I developed a nasty habit of sneaking into her room while she was at school to “borrow” her things—mostly 
jewelry or things I could stick in my pockets without anyone noticing. I know, this sounds kind of psychotic, but I did 
eventually outgrow the problem. There was one time when she had this ring that I loved. I mean, I totally wanted 
this ring. One afternoon, I took it from her room and wore it, even though it was too big. Later that day, I went to the 
playground to play with my mom. I remember walking home, looking down at my hand and realizing the ring was 
gone. I had lost one of my sister’s most prized possessions. My kingdom said to keep quiet about it. I didn’t want 
to get in trouble; I wanted to avoid the punishment that was sure to come. My kingdom will always care more about 
self-preservation. But God’s kingdom is about restoration, remember?

APPLICATION (CONT’D) 

	 E. �Sometimes this tension isn’t just between God and me—sometimes I feel this collision when my kingdom bumps 
into someone else’s. And when that happens, I have to decide if I’m willing to set my kingdom aside and respond in 
a way that is aligned with God’s kingdom.  
 
The other day I was in a heated argument with a friend, and when we hung up the phone, it was obvious our 
friendship was on the downswing. Afterwards, I didn’t want to call her back; I wanted to let bitterness creep in. 
Calling her back would be too hard. So for several days, my will won. The kingdom of me was threatened, but 
prevailing. But I couldn’t escape this feeling that, as a follower of Jesus, I am supposed to want the kingdom of God 
to come, not my kingdom. And that meant that in this situation, I had to call her back. Because bitterness isn’t God’s 
way. Destruction of friendship isn’t God’s way. That’s my way. 

	 F. �So where is your kingdom? The church answer would be “I live in God’s kingdom,” but you and I both know that we 
all have those places where we want God to take His hands off our lives and let us function how we want to operate, 
not how He wants us to live. We all have ways of thinking, grudges we hold on to, habits we feed, relationships that 
are too intertwined, things we want to say, places in our lives where we know what God wants to do, and we just 
say, “No thanks.” We would rather be in the business of preserving our kingdoms.  
 
If your kingdom is your iPod, what is on there that is influencing you more than you’d like to admit? If your kingdom 
is your relationships, what guy/girl has such a grip on your heart that you really don’t care what God says? If your 
kingdom is this group, what are you so afraid of? What causes you to avoid new people who come here? If your 
kingdom is your own comfort, why are you afraid to do something that you know will stretch you and help you 
experience God in a new way by serving others?  

LANDING

	 A. �Following Jesus is not easy. Our will often wants to coerce, manipulate and be greedy. To invite Jesus’ kingdom to 
come into our lives, our worlds, means we invite Jesus to be king instead of us. We invite His way of doing things, 
His will, to take precedence over ours. We get out of the way.

	 B. �But before you can even begin to seek God’s kingdom, you have to find your own. You have to identify that area or 
those areas of your life where your kingdom rules, the areas where you exert your will. So today, start there. Find 
your kingdom. Before you can surrender all your kingdoms to God, you have to start pinpointing what those are, and 
looking at what it would take to make that surrender happen. It will require something more from you than a simple 
prayer. It will require you living and even thinking differently. We’ll talk more about that next week. But for now, ask 
yourself, “Where is my kingdom?”
