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KWP Family Ministry Orientation
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Overview
What is the KWP children’s mission program?
· A program that teaches children Bible lessons in a non-traditional way.

· Uses discussion and hands-on application by going out in the community and serving. 

Why is our church doing this program:  goals and hopes?
· Help kids better understand the application of the Bible to their daily lives
· Further develop their relationships with the Lord

· Help children experience the joy and satisfaction that comes from giving

· “Connecting the community with God through life-changing relationships”

· To bring together our church family, all ages, both services, incorporating various areas of the church, to all work together toward one goal.  Build relationships with each other, whom we may not normally cross paths with on a typical Sunday morning.

Why is this program important to how our children grow in faith?
· Through these activities, kids will learn to be more like Christ and will witness God at work in the lives of those they serve.
How will the program work each week?
· The first Sunday of the month, we will introduce a new scripture (through skits, puppet shows, felt boards, etc.)  We then break into small groups and rotate through various activities including games, crafts, and discussion time.
· The second Sunday is usually a guest speaker, or preparing whatever we need to bring with us for our mission.

· Third Sundays are usually finishing what we need for our mission.
· Fourth Sundays we usually travel to a location we have been learning about to complete our mission work, and gather back at the church for summary and discussion of that month.  
What are some of the children’s missions?
· Planting flowers in pots and delivering to homebound or nursing home residents

· Making homemade pet treats to deliver to animal shelter

· Making security blankets to donate to fire department for children who have had to suddenly leave home in fire, or in vehicle accidents
· We will build items out of wood, go Christmas caroling, help with the Thanksgiving meal boxes, visit the homeless shelter, all KINDS of activities.
How can you make the program successful?
· Pray for the ministry and for the lives the work of these children will touch.

· By being a part of your child’s ministry.  We encourage parents to stay and participate with their children, especially when we travel.  
· We need many adult helpers to help with children who are dropped off.

· We need designated drivers to drive their own vehicles to help transport children to missions.
· Continue the ministry outside of KWP with your family in your daily lives.
Policies and Procedures

Initial Registration
· Please fill out registration forms online at www.chancellorbaptist.org or there are forms at the sign-in table.
· Also please complete and sign a Release Form for each child.
Security/Daily Sign In and Out
· Each night when you sign in, a leader will give you your child’s nametag and a security card with your child’s name on it.  Your child will only be released at pick up to a person returning that card.  This is because the group is large enough that we do not know everyone, and need to ensure the safety of every child.  
· Please be sure to turn in your nametags at pick-up as well.
Ages

· KWP Jr is for age 3 (by September 1) through Kindergarten.

· KWP Sr is for 1st through 5th grade.
· Parents who have children in both age groups and wish to participate with their children can choose which group they’d like to be in, but not pull children from one group to the other.  Feel free to alternate each week or month.

· Groups might combine for some activities, which will be planned by the leaders.
Time

· Program begins at 5:00pm and ends at 6:30pm.  Please arrive promptly at 5pm so you will not miss out on the instructions for what we will be doing that night.  Please be sure to pick up at 6:30pm.  If you are in a class in the building, we understand that the classes end at that same time and you will be there shortly thereafter, but please refrain from socializing until after picking up your child.  
Travel
· If your group is traveling for a mission project, please make sure he or she is in their appropriate booster seat if under 8 years of age.
Communication

· Our preferred method of communication is through email, so be sure to regularly check for updates or changes in plans. 
Cost
· There is no cost to participate in KWP.  We do not want this program to be a burden to anyone so the church will provide most items needed for mission projects.  On occasion, we may ask for a small donated item, but that will be optional.
