1. How to do a Precept Upon Precept Lesson (Iniro to Inductive Study) (1 day—Friday)
This workshop is for those who have not been infroduced to Inductive Bible Study or Precept.
Students will:  -Practice inductive study skills

-See how Precept Bible study results in application for life today

2. How to Study Old Testament History and Prophesy (1 day—Friday)
In this workshop students will:
-Learn observation, interpretation, and application skills of Old Testament history
-Study selected passages from OT history books
-Apply inductive study skills to OT prophesy using the book of Amos
-Learn to properly interpret OT prophesy books in their historical setting
