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   THE GOSPELS— the New Testament books Mat-

thew, Mark, Luke, and John— tell the story of Jesus’ 

coming to Earth. In the New Testament, we learn that 

the Holy Spirit continued to work as He did in the Old 

Testament until Jesus returned to heaven. He filled 

certain people for special work, for prophecy, and to 

lead people. 

   Before Jesus’ birth, an angel announced the coming 

birth of John the Baptist to his father, Zechariah. The 

angel said John would be filled with the Holy Spirit 

from the time he was born. His job would be to an-

nounce the coming of the Messiah. (Luke 1:8-17) 

   An angel also announced the birth of Jesus. He told 

Mary she would have a son by the power of the Holy 

Spirit. (Luke 1:26-38) 

   After Jesus was born, His parents took Him to the 

temple to dedicate Him to the Lord. Two people, lead 

by the Holy Spirit, welcomed Him. The Holy Spirit had 

told Simeon he would see the Messiah before he died. 

He prophesied over Jesus. Anna was also a prophet-

ess. She saw Baby Jesus and spoke about Him to eve-

ryone who looked for the Messiah. (Luke 2:25-38) 

   Throughout Jesus’ life, He was filled with the Holy 

Spirit and the Holy Spirit led Jesus. (Matthew 3:13 to 

4:1) 

   At Pentecost, the Holy Spirit worked in a new way. 

All believers could now be baptized in the Holy Spirit. 

The Baptism gave them the power to witness and to 

minister to the other believers in the church. Through 

the Holy Spirit’s power, believers grew to be more like 

Jesus. (Acts 1:8; 2:1-47; Galatians 5:22-25) 

   The Holy Spirit guided the work of the Early Church. 

He gave special assignments to certain people. He 

had a special job for Barnabas and Paul. (Acts 13:2-

4)
