After saging’chis) he told ’chem, “Our friend Lazarus
has fallen aslceP) but 1 am going there to awaken him.” The disciPles said to him, “Lord, if he has fallen asleeP, he wil be all right.”

When Jesus arrivcd) he found that Lazarus had alreadg been in the tomb four ciags‘ Now Bethang was near Jcrusa|em, some two
miles away, and many of the Jews had come to Martha and Marg to console them about their brother. When Martha heard that
Jesus was coming, she went and met him, while Marg s’cagcd at home.
