Jesus answered, “Neither this man nor his Parents sinned; he was born blind so that God's works might be revealed in
him. We must work the works of him who sent me whie itis day; night is comingwhen no one can work. As long aslaminthe world, |
am the |ig}1t of the world.” When he had said this, he sPat onthe groun& and made mud with the saliva and sPrca& the mud on the
man’s eyes, saging to him, “‘Go, wash in the Pool of Siloam” (which means Sent). Then he went and washed and came back able to
see.

The neighbors and those who had seen him before as a beggar began to a5l<, s this not the man who used to sit and beg?” Some
were saying “Itis he.” Others were saying, “No, but it is someone lke him.” He l(e]::’c saying, ‘| am the man.” But ’cheg l(eP’c asldng him,
“Then how were your eyes oPcnecJ?” He answerecJJ “The man called Jesus made mud, sprcad iton my eyes, and said to me, ‘Goto
Siloam and wash. Then | went and washed and received my sight"’ Theg said to him, “Where is he?” He said, “Ido not know.”

Theg brough’c to the Pharisees the man who had Formerlg been blind. Now it was a sabbath clay when Jesus made the mud and
oPene& his eyes. Then the Pharisees also began to ask him how he had received his sight. He said to them, “He put mud on my eyes.
Then | washc&, and now | see.” Some of the Pharisees said, “This man is not from GocJJ for he does not observe the sabbath.” But
others said, “How can a man who is a sinner PerForm such signs?’ And they were divided. So theg said aganto the blind man, “What
do you say about him? It was your eyes he oPened.” He said, “He is a Pro[ahc’c"’ The Jews did not believe that he had been blind and
had received his sigh’t unti they called the parents of the man who had received his sight and asked them) s this your son, who you
salj was born blind? How then does he now see?” His Paren’ts answered) “We know that this is our son, and that he was born Hind;
but we do not know how it is that now he sees, nor do we knowwho oPcne& his eyes. Ask him; he is of age. He will sPeak for himself.
His Parents said this because thcg were afraid of the Jews: for the Jews had alrcadg agrec& that anyone who confessed Jesus to be
the Messiah would be Put out of the synagoguie. Therefore his Parents safclj “He is of age; ask him.” So for the second time theg
called the man who had been Hin&, and thcg said to him, “Give glorg to God! We know that this man s a sinner.” He answered, I do
not know whether he is a sinner. One thingl do l<now) that though lwas Hind, now | see.” Thcy saidto himJ “What did he do to you?
How did he open your eges?” He answered them, “ have told you alreaclg, and you would not listen. Whg do you want to hear it
again? Do you also want to become his disciP|es7” Then thcg reviled him, saging “You are his &isciPle) but we are &iscfples of Moses.
We know that God has 5P01<en toMoses, but as for this man, we do not know where he comes from.” The man answere&, “Here is an
astonishing’ching! You do not know where he comes Fromj and yet he oPcnecJ my eyjes. We know that God does not listen to sinners,
but he does listen to one who worships himand obegs his will. Never since the world bcgan has it been heard that anyone oPenCd
the eyes ofa person born blind. If this man were not from God, he could do nothing"’ Theg answered him) “You were born entirelg in
sins, and are you trgingto teachus?” And thcg drove him out.

Jesus heard that theg had driven him out, and when he found himJ he said) ‘Do you believe in the Son of Man?” He answered,
‘And who s he, sir? Tel me, 50 that | mayj believe in him.” Jesus said to him) “You have seen him, and the one sPcakingwfth you's he.”
He said, “Lord, I believe.” And he worshilaed him.

Jesus said, “I came into this world for 'uclgment s0 that those who do not see may see, and those who do see mayy become blind.”
Some of the Pharisees near him heard tgis and said to him, “Sure[g we are not blind, are we?” Jesus said to them, “If you were blind,

you would not have sin. But now that you say, ‘We see, your sin remains.
