Acts 1:1-14

In the first book, Theophilus, I wrote about all that Jesus did and taught from the be inning until the da
when he was taken up to heaven, after giving instructions tlﬂrouglﬂ the Holg Spirit to t%we a[:)ostles whom he
had chosen. After his suﬁcering he presented himself alive to them bg many convincin ProoFs, aPPearing
to them during Fortg c[ays and spcaking about the kingclom of God. While staying wit them, he ordered
them not to leave Jerusalem, but to watt there for the Promise of the Father. “This,” he said, “is what you
have heard from me; for John bap’cized with water, but you will be baptizecl with the Holg Spirit not many
clags from now.”

Sowhen tl’xeg had come toget]'ler, theg asked him, “Lord, is this the time when you will restore the kingclom
to Israel?” He re lied, “Itis not for you to know the times or Periods that the Father has set bg his own
au’clﬂoritg. But you will receive power when the Ho|9 SPirit has come upon you; and you will be my
witnesses in Jerusalem, in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of tEe earth.” When he had said this, as
they were watching, he was lifted up, and a cloud took him out of their sight. While he was going and ’CI’]CH
were gazing u toward I’meaven, sucldenly two men in white robes stood by them. Tl’veg said, “Men of
Galilec, wh cfo you stand [ool(ing up toward heaven? This Jesus, who has been taken up from you into
heaven, wiﬁjcome in the same way as you saw him gointo heaven.”

Then they returned to Jerusalem from the mount called Olivet, which is near Jerusalem, a sabbath dag’s
'ourneg away. When theg had entered the city, ’chcg went to the room uPstairs where thcg were staging,
Peter, and John, and James, and Andrew, Philip and Thomas, Bartholomew and Ma’c’chew, James son of
A]Phaeus, and Simon the Zealo’c, and Judas son of James. All these were constant] dcvoting themselves
to prayer, toge’cher with certain women, inclucling Mary the mother of Jesus, as we”gas his brothers.
