Why, what, and how?

Francis Chan started Eternity Bible
College in 2003 in order to provide
the next generation of Christian
leaders with an affordable
education. The soaring costs of
many Christian colleges has
shackled graduates with a pile of
school debt. We want to do things
differently. And thus far, we have
never had a student graduate with
any school debt. None. And we’re
committed to keeping it this way.

Also, Eternity seeks to
educate both the hearts and minds
of students. We don’t want to
produce graduates who have big
heads and little hearts, nor do we
want to produce passion with little
thinking. We want graduates to
think critically and live
passionately.

Why Boise?

With more than 600,000 people, the
Boise metropolitan area is the third
largest in the Pacific Northwest and
there is a growing Christian
population—over 25% of the
people attend a Christian church.
However, unlike other cities with
such a high number of Christians,
Boise only has one Bible College.
There is a huge need for theological
education in Boise.

After recognizing this need,
I met with over a dozen different
pastors and Christians leaders in the
area, all of whom were ecstatic
about the possibility of Eternity
offering classes in Boise. As |
continue to meet with other leaders,
the response is the same: Please
come to Boise!

What’s the plan?

In June 2014, we plan to move to
Boise and spend a year on the
ground building relationships with
as many churches as we can. Then,
beginning in Fall 2015 we will
launch classes.

As with any school, Eternity
relies on both student tuition and
donor support to keep things
running. This is where you can join
with us in this exciting ministry!

What do we need?

To continue to move forward with
the Boise extension, we need
financial support—especially for
the first two years. We anticipate a
robust student enrollment in the
next few years, and with enrollment
comes tuition money. However, to
start this extension site, we will be
completely reliant upon donor
support.
