In that spirit of excellence we ask each of 
our Worship Team members to sign a Covenant letter that 
clearly outlines expectations and duties of a member. It also 
defines consequences and actions taken toward abuse of 
those expectations and duties. We believe that being a part 
of this ministry is an honor and a privilege, not a right.

We know “audition” tends to frighten us or even scare peo-
ple off, but in reality we know of no other way to evaluate
musical ability. We don’t want to discourage anyone from
pursuing music ministry and we promise to be honest, 
forthright and impartial.

Every 4 to 6 weeks we will supply all team members with 
“new” songs as well as charts for the purpose of learning 
the new music. Since we only have an hour and a half to 
practice, it is imperative that new music is learned outside 
of rehearsal.

We value the “team concept” when it comes to working 
together and respect each others time. Therefore, it is  
mandatory a team member be on time at their scheduled 
practice. If you are unable to attend, please make every    
effort to replace yourself and contact the worship leader.
Practices are subject to change if it is needed to make ac-
commodations for the entire team to be there.

This ministry is not limited to just Sunday mornings. 
We are always looking for fun , energetic, servant-hearted team 
players who want to partner with us in this very vital ministry. 
The areas of opportunities are Mixing and Setup/Tear Down. 
Training is provided , although prior experience is helpful.

This team operates the computer & software used 
to put lyrics up on the screens, any multimedia needed, as 
well as lighting on the stage for each Worship Experience. 
We are looking for team members who are familiar with the 
praise and worship songs, an understanding of Power Point, 
computer literacy is helpful and or an eye for using stage 
lights to enhance the overall experience.
