With that in mind we are
currently attending CPx. (Church planting experience.) CPx is an annual 5-month training event presented by All Nations.
Our ‘class’ consists of 39 people from 14 nations, who are learning how to create an environment for nonbelievers to engage
in fruitful conversations about Jesus, with the Bible at the core of our discussions.
