taken on a whole new meaning what
with my age). And the second was
the “Youth Minister”, whose respon-
sibility covered all ages from nursery
up to college age. Of the two posi-
tions, the tougher role was that of the
youth minister...who was generally
paid about half of what the senior
minister received. Typically, youth
ministry was seen as an “entry level”
into full-time Christian service. Once a youth minister had garnered enough
“name recognition” and experience...and years...he usually began to search for a
senior minister position.

Frankly, it wasn’t the best of arrangements. Hales Chapel (from whence
we came), and now Crossroads, was the exception to the above rule. The reason
is, we admired churches like Eastside Christian Church in Fullerton, California,
where Les Christie served as the youth minister.

Eastside looked at their youth ministry position, not as a stepping stone to
some lofty senior ministry position ...but as an end in itself. That is, both Eastside
and Les Christie took the view that the role of youth ministry was just as valuable
and important as any other position in the church. They did not want Les to see
himself as a “senior minister in training”. If he was called to the youth minis-
try...then let him be a youth minister, period. As such, the church compensated
him well. And the end result was, Les held his position at Eastside for a long and
productive time.

Because we admired Eastside’s model...Crossroads took the same approach
to the youth ministry position...and frankly, all the other positions we filled over
the years. We chose to view each of them as valuable and important ministries.
And frankly, we did our best to demonstrate that by attempting to compensate
each one as best as we were able. But maybe more importantly...we gave each
minister the freedom to administer his or her various ministries as they saw
fit...rather than have the senior minister serve as CEO.

As aresult...we are not like other churches. I say that with pride. Our min-
isters feel free to be who God has called them to be. That’s one of their greatest
sources of job satisfaction. They know they are loved, valued, and key to the
success of Crossroads Christian Church. But perhaps the greatest result is the
longevity of our ministerial staff. We have well over a hundred years of experi-
ence between all of us. That’s unheard of in most churches.

Yet, we have had ministers choose to leave the church. In each case, it was
not because anyone on the board or staff asked them to leave...but because they
believed their time of “calling” had come to an end. They felt God calling them
to some other ministry or area of service. And as a church, we have agonized
over the loss of their services. But in each case, God has been good. He has not
left us, nor has He deserted us. Instead, He has brought us someone new to love
and serve alongside us.

Jim Goehner has submitted his resignation. I am deeply saddened by the
loss of his service. He has been fantastic...and has done a wonderful job with our
children. But I am thankful to God we were blessed by Jim for the time he was
able to give us. I only wish it could have been longer. But I cannot deny his
sense of God’s calling. So it is with sadness I pray him well. May God bless Jim
in his next season of ministry! May God lead him to open doors and heights of
service. I ask you to join me in prayer for Jim’s future and for ours as well.
