Worship Arts Ministries

We seek to honor God and serve His people by revealing and celebrating God’s character and work through the creative arts. We work to create an environment where anyone can experience God’s transforming power and presence. 

Vocal Music Ministry

Vocal Music Ministry is divided into three areas: Worship Choir, Vocal Team and Point Worship Leader. These ministry areas form a developmental progression for vocalists with a variety of skill levels to use their musical gifts and express their worship of God. The Worship Choir and Vocal Team sing in the worship centers on both campuses one Sunday each month and the Point Worship Leaders lead worship in teams of 2 or 3 in all venues each week.

Instrumental Music Ministry

Capable instrumentalists work together in the Worship Band to provide varied styles of music— playing with a bigger sound in our worship centers on both campuses, and “unplugged” in more intimate settings like the Acoustic Venue. Typical instrumentation includes combinations of electric guitar, acoustic guitar, bass guitar, keyboard, and drums. There are also opportunities for wind and string players to be a part of the Band as well as our Orchestra, which is formed for special events. We also call on some of our instrumentalists to help lead worship for our Children’s Ministry and Student Ministry once or twice a month. 
Tech Arts Ministry

The Tech Arts Ministry provides audio, media and lighting support for other ministries and special events. We use our talents to transparently enhance communication through the use of different forms of technology. Sound, video and lighting play an important role in creating a worshipful environment and defining the style of Daybreak Church in all of our venues.  We provide training for anyone interesting in becoming a part of this ministry. 
Performance Ministry

Performance Ministry includes two areas, the Dance Team and the Drama Team, which use creative movement and short drama pieces as expressions of worship or to visually tell a story or illustrate a point.

Time & Location

Most of the Worship Arts Ministries rehearse on Thursday evenings and minister on Sunday mornings in services. There are some exceptions to this for Children’s Ministry and special events.
