COACHING:   What is it?
   
Consider 7 powerful questions from God  (Genesis 3-4):
1. Where are you?   (v9)  

2. Who told you that you were naked?  (v11)   Have you eaten from the tree that I commanded you not to eat from?        (In other words, “Who are you listening to and what are you feeding on?”)  


3. What is this you have done?  (v13)   God asks this question again of Cain in 4:10--- “What have you done?”   


4. Why are you angry?  (v6) 
                    {In other words, “What is frustrating you?  What sin is making you angry?”)


5. Why is your face downcast? (v6)   (Or, “What is discouraging you or causing you fear?”)


6. If you do what is right, will you not be accepted?    (v7)    


7. Where is your brother Abel? (v9)
