Learning Opportunities

While your child is in the preschool space, they will be provided with a variety of activities.  These will include Bible stories, art projects, and planned activities in our center areas.  These centers include books, puzzles, home living, blocks and music.  These activities are designed to meet different age group needs.

Our classes are staffed with trained and loving teachers who are actively involved in your child’s learning.  Our goal is to provide the best learning environment for your child during their preschool years.

General Policies

1. Each guest is required to complete a Sunday School Registration form the first time they visit.

2. It is required each time your child attends that you sign them into their class and receive a Security Card with a number that matches his name tag.  If you are needed, that number will be posted on the screen in the auditorium, or we will locate you in one of the Sunday School classes.

3. All preschoolers must be brought to their rooms by their parent or adult guardian, and will only be released to a parent or adult guardian who has the matching security card.

4. A parent should pick up his child immediately following the service or function.

5. Parents, other family members, and friends are asked not to enter the room or visit the child to “look in” on him.  This may upset your child, other children, or disrupt the teaching session.

6. Preschoolers may be brought to the preschool division ONLY when the person bringing them is attending a church function.

7. Diaper bags, bottles, cups, clothing, and other personal items MUST be labeled with the child’s full name.  Please provide an extra change of clothing.

8. If your child has a food allergy or a special need related to food, please notify their teacher.

Health Policies

For the protection of your child and other children, parents are requested not to bring a child who appears to be ill. Upon the recommendation of the Committee on Control of Infectious Diseases of the American Academy of Pediatrics, a child should not be brought to church when any of the following exists:

a. fever-currently or  within previous 24 hours

b. vomiting or diarrhea

c. any symptom of a childhood disease such as scarlet fever, German measles, mumps, chicken pox, or whooping cough

d. common cold from onset through one week

e. sore throat

f. croup

g. any unexplained rash

h. any skin infection –boils, ringworm, impetigo

i. pink eye or other eye infection

j. head lice

1. If a child develops a fever or other symptoms of illness, your child will be isolated and the parents contacted to take the child home.

2. Should your child develop an infectious disease, following a session in the preschool area, please contact the preschool office immediately.

3. Parents should report any allergies to the preschool teacher immediately.
