
Liberia Mission Trip 2014 - Interior 
 

When: February 6 - February 21, 2014 

     Where: Interior Liberia, West Africa 
Lodging will be at host homes in Nimba County and another location TBD. Team will sleep in 

villages with no running water or air-conditioning. Mattresses, mosquito nets and clean      

drinking water will be provided. You will have plenty of interaction with the local church 

members and community while you eat and live as rural Liberians do. 

 

Who: A Team of 4 - Leaders: Marlin & Karen Mueller  

Faith Community Lutheran Church members with a flexible humble servant-heart who have a 

passion for serving Christ, loving others and working together as the Body of Christ. You must 

be an adult in good health to serve on this mission due to the isolated and extreme conditions 

we will experience. There will be extensive, over 20 hours, travel on dusty dirt roads. 

 

Why: Share Jesus and Encourage Interior Churches through Global Vision Clinics 

Share the gift of physical vision through eye exams and eye glasses to impoverished people in 

two separate churches in rural Liberia. One church is Behwalay - the other is TBD. While       

conducting these clinics, we will be training local church leaders in each aspect of the vision 

clinic so they can continue to effectively reach out to their community with the Gospel.  

 

The team will spend time visiting other churches, farms and communities to build and/or grow 

relationships in the interior. The team will be guided by an ELCL leader throughout the        

mission. There will be time for cultural immersion, sightseeing and other activities TBD. 

 

How much:  

Cost: $2600pp - remaining costs are covered through church offerings and fundraising. 

Deposit: $800 due August 12th (Non-refundable) 

2nd Installment: $900 due October 14th  

Final Installment: $900 due December 2nd  

We can provide fundraising ideas in order to lower the cost of this mission trip. 

 

The attached application must be returned by August 1. There are 2 parts to the application. First 

section is to be filled out by the applicant; the second is to be filled out by a church ministry 

leader. Both sections must be filled out and returned by August 1st to be considered for this     

mission team. All applicants will be prayerfully considered and notified of final decision by     

August 5. Personal interviews may be necessary to determine God’s will in team composition.
