Honor. Loyalty. Gratitude. Honesty. Humility. Are they gone? Have believers left 
true character behind? I certainly hope not! 
 

I read a true story in the reader’s digest this week that had me laughing out loud 
in my office. I’ll share it with you here briefly. To a degree, the story illustrates to 
me that even when we mess up in life we can still be people of character. This 
story highlights the fact that we can be honest and have integrity in spite of our 
shortcomings! The question to ask yourself is this: “How honest am in my day-to-
day life?” That’s what I will be preaching about today – Honesty. Thanks for 
coming and may you be richly blessed for being here! Here’s the story:  
When Fred Phillips, retired public-safety director and police chief of Johnson City, 
Tenn., was a regular police office, he and his partner pulled over an unlicensed 
motorist. They asked the man to follow them to the police station, but while en 
route they spotted a North Carolina vehicle whose license plate and driver 
matched the description in an all-points bulletin.  
The officers took off in a high-speed chase, and finally stopped the wanted man's 
car. Minutes later, as the felon was being arrested, the unlicensed motorist drove 
up. "If y'all will just tell me how to get to the station, I'll wait for you there," he 
said. "I'm having a heck of a time keeping up with you."

• Why is it important to avoid being a hypocrite? 
• How have you observed hypocrisy in others? How did that impact you? 
• What are some consequences of your hypocrisy? 
Read Job 27:5-6 and Matthew 5:37. 
These verses encourage us to maintain our honest character. 
• Think about a time when you did not act with honesty. How would you act 
differently today?
