A 
patient person avoids searching or settling for 
a quick fix.  A patient person will remember 
that we generally prefer to be around someone 
who can wait well. 
 
For God, it seems as though patience is all 
about relationships with people.  Even after we 
sinned, He still pursued us.  He has waited 
time after time for people to repent and work to 
make things right. And it’s something He still 
does for us today. 
 
This month, let’s think about how: 

1) God has been patient with us since the 
very beginning.  He waits patiently for us to 
come back to Him. 

2) The Bible challenges us to reflect patience 
in our lives with how we respond to 
circumstances that are out of our control. 

3) As we demonstrate patience, we begin to 
look more like Jesus.  People around us 
will feel they can trust us to treat them 
gracefully while we’re waiting.
