Sponsor

All participants under 18 years of age must have a sponsor.  Please provide this information to the Task Force.  Minimum age to attend is 14 years of age.

Shots and Medications

The Greenville Health Department recommends:
Hepatitis A    Injection must be taken at least one (1) month prior to going to Honduras.  The 
first injection gives one year’s protection.  The second injection gives fifteen plus year’s protection.  If you have had two (2) injections, you do not have to have another.

Tetanus  
   Injection should be updated to no more than ten (10) years since last booster.  
Since you are doing construction, the travel nurse suggests your tetanus be no more than five (5) years old.
Typhoid         Vaccination should be considered for persons staying longer than three (3) 
weeks, adventurous eaters, and those who will venture off the usual tourist of small cities, villages and rural areas.  Importance of vaccination increases, as access to reasonable medical care becomes limited.  Contraindications depend on vaccine type. (The international travel nurse at the Greenville County Health Department recommended the typhoid vaccination even through it is not required.  Typhoid pills are now available.  The injection lasts for 2 years and the pills give 5 years of protection.)

Malaria          Malaria pills (Chloroquine or Aralen) are recommended to be taken:

1 tablet each week, 2 weeks prior to leaving for Honduras

1 tablet each week while in Honduras

1 tablet each week, 4 weeks after returning from Honduras

(Total of 7) or follow your family physician’s instruction as to the number.  

Measles  
   If born since 1957, you should have had two (2) measles vaccination or the 
disease.

Tuberculosis Tuberculosis skin test should be given prior to departure for travelers likely to 
be exposed to many cases of TB.  If the test is negative prior to travel abroad and positive upon return from the developing world, then it is an indication that a course of anti TB drugs may be necessary.  The determining factor is the size of the positive skin reaction.  The returning skin test should be done three (3) months after returning.
COSTS

Total costs are anticipated to be about $1,200/person.  Each participant is asked to contribute what he or she can to be pooled to defray all expenses.  

CLIMATE AND CLOTHES

The temperature will be warm (80-90 degrees by day, 60-70 degrees by night) with rain likely every evening.  Summer work clothes (long shorts) will be the uniform of the day.  No short shorts or revealing tops.  Males should wear shirts.  There will be no laundry facilities or fashion shows, so pack accordingly.  Sunscreen, sunglasses, a good hat or cap and work gloves are also needed.  Insect repellant with DEET is necessary to ward off mosquitoes.  Bring your own personal thermos for your daily water supply.  

OTHER PERSONAL ITEMS

Pepto Bismol Tablets – It is recommended that you chew up two at each meal

Imodium AD – Just in case of need

Cortizone Cream – To put on your bug bites

Handiwipes – To clean your hands before eating while out in the work areas.  Hand sanitizers are nice adjunct also.  The local water supply is not safe for hand washing.

First Aid Supplies – Such as band-aids, Betadine, alcohol swabs, and ace bandage.

Photo I.D. other than your passport, such as your driver’s license.
