Engaging all people 

– Persons of all faiths and secular backgrounds are urged to participate 

– FMSC, grounded in the Christian tradition, follows Jesus’ example 

– FMSC welcomes, without endorsing or rejecting, any group willing to 

work on packing food for children in need 

 

2012 Results 

– More than 657,000 volunteers participated 

– 163 million meals packed (Over 600 million meals since inception) 

– Starving, malnourished, and hungry people, mostly children, fed 

– People of all cultures served 

 

Effective and Efficient 

– 99.96% of meals reach intended recipients 

– FMSC has received the highest rating for 8 years in a row from 

Charity Navigator 

– 92 cents of every dollar contributed goes to provide food 

 

The Food 

– 22¢ pays for one life-giving FMSC meal 

– Nutritionally complete meals 

– Each vitamin-packed, protein-rich meal addresses hunger at a 

specific life-cycle stage and is accepted by all cultures.  

 

Distribution 

– Shipped to nearly 70 countries 

– Distributed through in-country NGO partners 

Orphanages; Clinics; Relief Centers; Schools 

– FMSC works to strengthen local institutions as they work for 

permanent solutions to hunger and economic development 

 

 

What is The FMSC Mobile Pack? 

In our first three years, 2010—2012, we have: 

– Packed over 700,000 meals for children in Haiti, Nicaragua and 

Guatemala 

– Engaged over 3500 volunteers 

– Raised over $150,000 

– Welcomed all enthusiastically: 

– Many secular, Christian, Jewish and Muslim groups use this 

to further their specific mission goals and strengthen their 

communities 

– Local schools, businesses, service organizations and clubs use 

this as an occasion for education about hunger and team 

building for their organizations 

– Hosted by Trinity Lutheran Church in 2010, 2011 and First 

Congregational Church in 2012, 2013 
 

Goals for 2013 

– Pack 300,000 meals 

– Engage 1700  volunteers 

– Raise $66,000
