The pastors who helped were Rev. Peter Sjoblom of Red 
Wing,  Rev. John Fremling of Stockholm, WI, and Rev. J. Wagner of Svea, 
WI. Unfortunately, we have very few church records of those first 10 years because there 
was no resident pastor.
