Ministry Matters—The Why behind The What

| am intending to dedicate this space in the weekly newsletter (over the next little while
at least) to discuss ministry matters in our Parish for those who are leading and serving
in the Parish and those interested. Specifically, | want to start sharing with you the ‘why
behind the what’. What do | mean by that? | mean | want to explain to you the theology
and reasoning behind why as a Parish, we are doing what we do.

The ‘why behind the what’ is important is for three reasons. First it helps to create a
common understanding about why we are here and what we are doing and allows us to
have a common language as a Parish about how we talk about why and what we are
doing.

Second, it helps me to communicate to and build up our leaders and all who serve, by
explaining some of the theology and reasoning that goes into decisions around
direction and strategy and how their ministry contributes.

Third, it helps us to evaluate what we are doing as a Parish. It is easy to go through the
motions of ministry, and not understand why we are doing it. This can get us into a
position where we end up holding fast to what we are doing, even when it is no longer
working of effective. Understanding and holding on to ‘the why?’, means we can
evaluate ‘the what?’ that we are doing, and allow us to make changes to ensure that
everything we do is contributing to the mission that God has given us.

What Unites Us?

One of the first questions | want to address is what unites us? As a church family made
up of three churches, six congregations, and over 250 Sunday attendees and over 400
people (at least!) who call Gold Coast North Anglican their home, it can be hard to get a
sense of what unites us. Most Parishes have one church with a one or two services—in
this situation unity tends to come from everyone knowing everyone else and everyone
attending the same church functions and events. This is simply not possible for us!

So what unites us? Several points of unity from the scriptures and from experience

come to mind:

1. OurunityisinJesus! (John 17:23)

2. Our unity is in our shared mission—to make disciples! (Matthew 28:16-20)

3. Our unity is in our shared mission field—the northern end of the Gold Coast

4. Our unity is in our shared vision (Proverbs 29:18)—this will be something we will
need to review and refresh in 2018.

5. Our unity is in our shared leadership (Hebrews 13:17)—clergy, Wardens and Parish
