Country in Focus:
Nigeria »

Over 520 separate ethnic
groups live in the western
African country of Nigeria.
Much of the population is

dependent on farming, but the
government is largely dependent
on income derived from crude oil
exports. The country has been inde-
pendent since 1960, but there are
vast differences between the feudal,
predominantly Muslim north and
the more developed, largely Chris-
tian south. Nigeria is constitution-
ally a secular state with freedom of
religion, but the northern ruling elite
give preference to Muslims and dis-
criminate against Christians. Despite
the persecution of Christians in the
north, the church in Nigeria remains
strong.

Pray for:

e unity within the country as well as
the church;

e governmental control of the stag-
gering amount of corruption with-
in the bureaucracy;

e the Christian churchesin the north
to be spared and for their witness
to remain strong.

Christian Children Still
Missing in Bangladesh «

Efforts continue to locate kidnapped Christian chil-
dren in Bangladesh, where Muslims have been tak-
ing the children from their parents in small villages,
promising to educate them and provide them jobs.
Instead, the children have been sold into madras-
sas, or Islamic training centers. Corey Bailey of In-
ternational Christian Concern (ICC) said police in
Bangladesh have rescued 140 children so far, most
of whom are Christian. “In this group, almost half
of them were girls,” Bailey reports. “And of these
girls, many of them reported to us that they had
actually been sent to local hotels to work in the
sex trade and that they had also been forced to be
slaves in people’s homes.” The ages of the children
ranged from 5 to 14, and all had been forced to con-
vert to Islam. ICC is already looking for a place to
keep the rescued children and work with them to
restore their lives and provide them with a future
through Christ.

Scouts Put Churches in
Bind 3

Churches across the United States are rethinking
their future affiliation with the Boy Scouts of Amer-
ica since the organization’s leaders voted to allow
open homosexuals as Scouts.

One of those churches is Beechwood Baptist
near Birmingham, Alabama. Greg Davis, the pastor

at Beechwood, says, “Most people are still
looking into it or they have decided to stop
hosting.” He feels the Boy Scouts’ vote has
forced churches to make a decision and says
he is watching now to see if churches will
vote on something that violates Scripture. As
for Southern Baptist churches in Alabama,
Pastor Davis believes they will align with the
Bible.

“Everybody’s got their limit on where
they’ll draw the line to say, ‘Hey, this is un-
acceptable. This is a behavior that we can-
not approve of, nor can we align ourselves

with a group that does align themselves with
this behavior.”” Davis also believes it is the
church’s responsibility to fight the fight and
not cave to political correctness. “At some
point, God’s people have to stand up and
go, ‘You know what? Enough is enough,’ the
pastor concludes. “How long are we going to
let this go?”

Iranian Christians Face
“Systematic Persecution
and Prosecution”s

Iran’s treatment of its Christian minority has
come under fresh scrutiny in recent months
with some damning verdicts on the country’s
human rights record. Reports from the UK’s
Foreign and Commonwealth Office and the
New York-based International Campaign for
Human Rights in Iran cite evidence of “sys-
tematic persecution and prosecution” of
Protestants and Christian converts as part of
a widespread violation of international laws.

The UN’s Special Rapporteur on human

espite international pro-
hibitions, slavery is very
much alive today. Free for
Life International estimates
that this year, 27 million peo-
ple are being sold into slav-
ery for labor or prostitution.
Free for Life International
primarily rescues women
and children who are being
trafficked, providing food,
shelter, and clothing as well
as training for a trade and an
introduction to Christ.
Spokesperson  Colette
Bercu tells the story of
“Dede,” a girl who was res-

cued and went through the
program. “She came to ac-
cept Christ,” Bercu recalls.
“She went back to her village
in Burma, and we sponsored
her to be able to teach a sew-
ing class because she learned
sewing as a trade at the shel-
ter. She taught 30 girls how
to sew, and she led 25 of
those girls to Christ.” Dede’s
is just one of many successful
rescue stories in which an
individual converted to Chris-
tianity and found Jesus to be
her one true hope.

Bercu says that Free for

Life International operates
on donations, and it only
costs about $300 to rescue
a girl. “You can be the hands
and feet of Christ with them
for six months, a year, two
years, so that they can ex-
perience what Christ is really
like in a person’s life,” she
says. “And I'm telling you,
these kids end up being un-
believable evangelists.” But
Bercu laments that traffick-
ing has reached and contin-
ues at epidemic proportions.

rights in Iran, Dr. Ahmed Shaheed, noted in
September 2012 that more than 300 Chris-
tians had been arrested and detained since
2010, while at least 41 were detained for pe-
riods ranging from one month to over a year,
sometimes without official charges.

Then president Mahmoud Ahmadinejad
said that Iran “refuted” the UN’s claim of an
increase in discrimination toward religious
minorities, claiming “all people of Iran re-
gardless of their religion or ethnicity enjoy
equal citizenship rights.”

Nigeria Is Deadliest
Place to Be a Christian o

Seventy percent of Christians killed around
the world in 2012 died in the African country
of Nigeria, where the persecution continues
today. William Stark of International Chris-
tian Concern (ICC) reports, “I think the actual
number is goo Christians killed in 2012 in
Nigeria. This year, it’s something like 150 at
this point.”

Boko Haram, a Muslim terrorist group,
has taken credit for persecuting Christians in
Nigeria, mostly in the northern region of the
country. ICC recently reported the murder of
a Nigerian pastor, Faye Pama Musa, who was
followed home by suspected Boko Haram
militants, pulled from his house, and shot.
Goodluck Jonathan, the president of Nigeria,
has declared an emergency in the northern
states, including where Musa was killed, and

has committed the military to confront the
terrorists.

Kindergartener Allowed
to Sing Christian Song at
School »

A six-year-old boy from California was allowed
to perform a Christian song at his school’s tal-
ent show after a legal group stepped up in his
defense.

Austin Stroberg, a kindergartener, had
planned to perform the song “Our God Is Mer-
cy” at his school’s talent show but was ini-
tially told by school officials that he would not
be allowed to sing a religious song on stage.

The Pacific Justice Institute, which took
up the family’s case, sent a letter to Salt
Creek Elementary School’s principal, point-
ing out that since the school allows students
to sing songs from other faiths, such as
Hanukkah and Kwanzaa songs, banning a
Christian song could be seen as a violation of
equal protection under the law.



Poll: America Losing Its
Religion 1))

More than three out of four Americans say
religion is losing its influence in the United
States, according to a new survey—the high-
est such percentage in more than 40 years.
A nearly identical percentage says that trend
bodes ill for the country. “It may be hap-
pening, but Americans don’t like it,” Frank
Newport, Gallup’s editor in chief, said of reli-
gion’s waning influence. “It is clear that a lot
of Americans don’t think this is a good state
of affairs.”

According to the Gallup survey, 77 percent
of Americans say religion is losing its influ-
ence. Since 1957, when the question was first
asked, Americans’ perception of religion’s
power has never been lower. According to the
poll, 75 percent of Americans say the country
would be better off if it were more religious.

Lutheran Denomination
Elects First Openly Gay
Bishop o

The Evangelical Lutheran Church in America
has elected its first openly homosexual synod
bishop. R. Guy Erwin was selected at a recent

church annual assembly for a six-year term as
bishop of the Southwest California Synod.

Church rules were changed in 2009 to
allow homosexual men and women to be
ordained in the nation’s largest Lutheran de-
nomination. More than 600 congregations
have left the denomination since the change.

Erwin currently serves as a pastor at Faith
Lutheran Church in Los Angeles and as a pro-
fessor of Lutheran confessional theology at
California Lutheran University. Officials say
the “partnered gay man” is also the first Na-
tive American to be elected.

PC (USA) Churches
Leaving Denomination
Increased in 2012

The number of churches that were dismissed
from the Presbyterian Church (USA) last year
has increased fivefold compared to 2011,
says a report released by the office of the
general assembly for the PC (USA).

According to statistics, 110 congregations
were granted dismissal in 2012 in order to
join other denominations; in 2011, the re-
ported number was only 21. In 2010, at the
21gth general assembly of the PC (USA), a
majority of presbyteries, or regional bodies,
voted to approve Amendment 10a, which lets
presbyteries allow for the ordination of open-
ly homosexual clergy. Because of this amend-
ment, many conservative congregations in
the PC (USA) decided to pursue dismissal
from the mainline denomination, usually for
more conservative Presbyterian sects.
