Youth Scholarship Policy
Purpose:

To provide every youth with the opportunity to attend Youth Events (i.e.  Fall Retreat; Winter Retreat; Momentum) by providing financial assistance where it is needed.

Scope:

This policy is designed to reach Christians within our Church, Christians outside our Church, and those that are not Christians (Galatians 6:10, John 17:20-21).
Scholarship Committee Team:

The team will consist of the Youth Pastor; a Youth Staff member; and the Administrative Assistant for Youth.

· The team will see that all paper work is consistently and properly filled out for each request.
· The team will be sensitive to see that each applicant is treated with respect and that all requests are kept in the utmost confidentiality.
· The team’s decision for each applicant will be final.  No individual can override the decision of the team.
Administration Guidelines:

· No disbursements would be made to the individual.  All funds would go directly to their teen account and used for the purposes of attending the Event.

· When a person can work even part-time, this is required by Scripture (2 Thess 3:10).  For example, if a doctor indicates that a person can work, it would be expected.  This work can give a greater sense of dignity.  If the applicant refuses to work, no assistance will be provided.

· A maximum of $350 will be given to a student in a calendar year (calendar year is defined as September to August).  This policy, once approved, will be retroactive and begin in September, 2011.

· A percentage of up to 50% will be given to a student for an event.  This allows the students to be financially responsible for a portion of the event by participating in the fundraising or by some other means.

· Note:  The children of pastors will be given 50% of the cost of each event.  They can fundraise/raise the remainder.

Funding:

· Funds for the Scholarship will come from fundraising (i.e. Middle School Lock in or other sources that may arise.)

No funds will be taken from General Fund or Mission Funds for these purposes.  If funds are exhausted, the Church assumes no liability to continue giving aid (2 Corinthians 9:8-12).
