toys, their potential in life is stunted. By providing training, educational
toys and ongoing support this will enable caregivers in underprivileged
créches to give children the stimulation they need to achieve their
potential.

In South Africa this applies to over 6 million children — if they are to
have a future, urgent intervention is needed.

The cost is about R20 000 per créche.
