The Night Before:
e Help your child get to bed on time. Research shows being well rested helps students do better.

e Plan ahead to avoid conflict the mornings of the test.
The Morning of the Tests:

e Have your child eat a good breakfast but not a heavy one.

e  Be positive about the test. Acknowledge that tests can be hard and that they are designed so that no one will
know all of the answers. Explain that doing your best is what counts. The important thing is to make your child
feel comfortable and confident about the test.
