Eligibility
Eligibility is based on three elements:

1. Income - Please see the chart on
left. Family income includes the income of
the student’s parent(s) or legal
guardian(s) that live in the same home as
the student. If the student’s parents/legal
guardians are married their income is
reduced by $7,000 when determining
income eligibility. Family size includes
parents/legal guardians and their
children by birth, marriage or adoption
that live in the same home as the student.

2. Residency - Student’s primary
residence must be outside of the
Milwaukee City Limits.

3. Previous Enrollment - If new to
the program, the student can not have
been enrolled in a private school in the
previous year, unless entering 4K, K, or 18t
grade.
