SUMMER TUTORING will be offered by Mrs. Ball in two convenient sessions at Grace Lutheran School. 
Session I: June 12-29th, 2017 Session II:  July 10-27th, 2017 

The program will be available in ½ hour to 1 hour sessions, up to three times per week:  
Monday through Thursday, 9:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. 

Families who have more than (1) child that have been recommended for summer tutoring should speak directly to Mrs. 
Julie Ball for a family discount rate (for (2) or more children) – phone 612-220-7933. 
The Registration Fee of $20.00 is a one-time fee for the entire summer. It includes all materials needed for your child’s 
specific instruction in reading, language arts, and/or mathematics; and guarantees placement for your desired tutoring 
dates/times.   
In order for your child(ren) to truly benefit with tutoring, 1-2 hrs. per week is recommended. Students going into 
Kindergarten would do well with shorter sessions.  Students who have multiple subject areas to work on benefit from 1-
2 hrs. per subject area. 
  *A minimum of 1 hour per week is required for each session. 
Summer Tutoring Rates: Reduced Rates!  ½ hour tutoring $16.00; 1 hour tutoring $32.00 
Advance payment is required prior to the first tutoring session.  Payments are to be made directly to Mrs. Ball.  
Families may pay by session if choosing both sessions.  Session I payment is due by June 5th.   
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
