help​ ​make​ ​this​ ​ministry​ ​the​ ​most​ ​effective​ ​it​ ​can​ ​be. 

➢ We​ ​specifically​ ​need​ ​two​ ​males​ ​and​ ​two​ ​females​ ​to​ ​be​ ​6th​ ​grade​ ​small​ ​group 
leaders.
