Each​ ​month​ ​we​ ​will​ ​have​ ​a​ ​large​ ​event​ ​that​ ​will​ ​take​ ​the​ ​place​ ​of​ ​our​ ​Sunday 
night​ ​gathering.​ ​We​ ​will​ ​rotate​ ​between​ ​an​ ​“In”​ ​event​ ​focusing​ ​on​ ​fellowship​ ​and

5.​ ​Memory​ ​Work 

- Memory​ ​work​ ​is​ ​very​ ​important​ ​to​ ​the​ ​development​ ​of​ ​disciples​ ​as​ ​they 
learn​ ​the​ ​faith​ ​and​ ​the​ ​Word​ ​of​ ​God.​ ​We​ ​are​ ​called​ ​to​ ​“learn,​ ​mark,​ ​and 
inwardly​ ​digest”​ ​God’s​ ​Word.​ ​Memory​ ​work​ ​is​ ​one​ ​of​ ​the​ ​ways​ ​this 
happens. 

- The​ ​memory​ ​will​ ​be​ ​split​ ​between​ ​Luther’s​ ​Small​ ​Catechism​ ​and 
Scripture. 

- The​ ​memory​ ​worksheet​ ​should​ ​be​ ​checked​ ​off​ ​by​ ​one​ ​of​ ​the​ ​leaders​ ​and 
turned​ ​in​ ​on​ ​the​ ​appropriate​ ​date. 

- There​ ​are​ ​some​ ​who​ ​have​ ​problems​ ​with​ ​learning​ ​memory​ ​work.​ ​If​ ​this 
becomes​ ​an​ ​issue​ ​please​ ​speak​ ​to​ ​Pastor​ ​Howard​ ​right​ ​away.​ ​We​ ​are 
willing​ ​to​ ​help​ ​work​ ​through​ ​this​ ​process​ ​to​ ​make​ ​sure​ ​that​ ​everyone​ ​has 
every​ ​chance​ ​to​ ​succeed.
