Notes from the Program Co-Ordinator

The school year is off to a great
start! The children have settled into
our daily routine and been following
the rules and behaving well.

Our after school schedule begins
with snack time. Thank-you to
everyone who has donated snacks.
Your contributions help keep our
hourly rates low and the “special”
snacks are enjoyed greatly by the
children. Although we do provide a
snack, you may send an after school
snack for your child if they have
special dietary needs. We keep the
snack a modest size as to not “spoil
dinner” for the children. Some
children have sports or other
activities after ECP that may
warrant a larger snack. Please feel
free to send an additional snack
along with your child if your child
needs a larger snack.

Snack time is followed by recess.
We go outside for recess unless it is
raining. The weather changes
quickly in the fall so please send a
sweater, coat or sweatshirt along
with your child everyday.

After recess we have homework
time for the students in first grade
and up and free play time for the
younger children. We have a
homework room so that students
may quietly work on homework
without being disturbed. We do not
check backpacks or assighment
notebooks for homework
assignments. If a child states they
do not have homework for the
evening, we ask that they bring a
book to read during homework time.

Fall sports and activities have
begun and many of the students
are juggling several after school
activity schedules. Our 5" - 8"
grade students are allowed to
sign themselves out for practices
and games held at Grace ONLY
when an ECP staff member has
verified that their coach has
arrived and that there is proper
supervision for the practice or
game. Please let us know when
your children are attending an
activity and if they will be
returning to ECP after the
activity.

Students who are attending ECP
may not sign themselves out to
watch games or activities held in
the gym. The School and ECP
policy is that students cannot
attend events in the gym without
adult supervision. We are not
able to allow students to attend
events open to the general public
without adult supervision for the
students own safely and due to
liability concerns. Generally, if
there are games taking place, we
will try to take the ECP group into
the gym to support our Grace
teams.
