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CHAPTER L.

Of the Holy Scripture.

I. Although the light of nature, and the works of creation and providence, do so far manifest
the goodness, wisdom, and power of God, as to leave men inexcusable;? yet they are not

sufficient to give that knowledge of God, and of his will, which is necessary unto salvation:

therefore it pleased the Lord, at sundry times, and in divers manners, to reveal himself, and

to declare that his will unto his Church;® and afterwards, for the better preserving and
propagating of the truth, and for the more sure establishment and comfort of the Church
against the corruption of the flesh, and the malice of Satan and of the world, to commit the

same wholly unto writing;d which maketh the holy scripture to be most necessary;® those

former ways of God’s revealing his will unto his people being now ceased.f

II. Under the name of Holy Scripture, or the Word of God written, are now contained all the

Books of the Old and New Testaments, which are these:

All which are given by inspiration of God, to be the rule of faith and life.®

the canon of the scripture; and therefore are of no authority in the Church of God, nor to be
any otherwise approved, or made use of, than other human writings.

IV. The authority of the holy scripture, for which it ought to be believed and obeyed,
dependeth not upon the testimony of any man or church, but wholly upon God, (who is
truth itself,) the author thereof; and therefore it is to be received, because it is the word of
God.!

V. We may be moved and induced by the testimony of the Church to a high and reverend
esteem of the holy scripture,k and the heavenliness of the matter, the efficacy of the doctrine,
the majesty of the style, the consent of all the parts, the scope of the whole, (which is to give
all glory to God,) the full discovery it makes of the only way of man’s salvation, the many
other incomparable excellencies, and the entire perfection thereof, are arguments whereby it
doth abundantly evidence itself to be the word of God; yet, notwithstanding, our full
persuasion and assurance of the infallible truth, and divine authority thereof, is from the
inward work of the Holy Spirit, bearing witness by and with the word in our hearts.!

VI. The whole counsel of God, concerning all things necessary for his own glory, man’s
salvation, faith, and life, is either expressly set down in scripture, or by good and necessary
consequence may be deduced from Scripture: unto which nothing at any time is to be added,
whether by new revelations of the Spirit, or traditions of men.™ Nevertheless, we
acknowledge the inward illumination of the Spirit of God to be necessary for the saving
understanding of such things as are revealed in the word;" and that there are some
circumstances concerning the worship of God, and government of the Church, common to
human actions and societies, which are to be ordered by the light of nature and Christian
prudence, according to the general rules of the word, which are always to be observed.®

VII. All things in scripture are not alike plain in themselves, nor alike clear unto all;P yet
those things which are necessary to be known, believed, and observed, for salvation, are so
clearly propounded and opened in some place of scripture or other, that not only the
learned, but the unlearned, in a due use of the ordinary means, may attain unto a sufficient

understanding of them.9

VIII The Old Testament in Hebrew, (which was the native language of the people of God of
old,) and the New Testament in Greek, (which, at the time of the writing of it was most
generally known to the nations,) being immediately inspired by God, and by his singular
care and providence kept pure in all ages, are therefore authentical;’ so as in all controversies
of religion, the Church is finally to appeal unto them.® But, because these original tongues
are not known to all the people of God, who have right unto and interest in the scriptures,

and are commanded, in the fear of God, to read and search them, therefore they are to be



translated into the vulgar language of every nation unto which they come," that the word of
God dwelling plentifully in all, they may worship him in an acceptable manner," and,
through patience and comfort of the scriptures, may have hope.*

CHAPTERII.

Of God, and the Holy Trinity.

I. There is but one only? living, and true God,? who is infinite in being and perfection,®a
most pure spirit,d invisible,® without body, parts,for passions,® immutable,h immense,i
eternal X incomprehensible,l almighty,™ most wise,” most holy,° most free,P most absolute,4
working all things according to the counsel of his own immutable and most righteous will,”
for his own glory;® most loving,! gracious, merciful, long-suffering, abundant in goodness
and truth, forgiving iniquity, transgression, and sin;" the rewarder of them that diligently
seek him;" and withal most just and terrible in his judgments;* hating all sin,¥ and who will
by no means clear the guilty.”

II. God hath all life,2 glory,b goodness, blessedness,” in and of himself; and is alone in and

unto himself all-sufficient, not standing in need of any creatures which he hath made.® nor
deriving any glory from them, but only manifesting his own glory in, by, unto, and upon
them: he is the alone fountain of all being, of whom, through whom, and to whom, are all
things;® and hath most sovereign dominion over them, to do by them, for them, or upon

them, whatsoever himself pleaseth.” In his sight all things are open and manifest;' his

knowledge is infinite, infallible, and independent upon the creature,* so as nothing is to him

contingent, or uncertain.! He is most holy in all his counsels, in all his works, and in all his
commands.™ To him is due from angels and men, and every other creature, whatsoever
worship, service, or obedience, he is pleased to require of them."

III. In the unity of the Godhead there be three persons, of one substance, power, and
eternity; God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Ghost.° The Father is of none,
neither begotten nor proceeding; the Son is eternally begotten of the Father;P the Holy Ghost
eternally proceeding from the Father and the Son.4

CHAPTER II1.
Of God’s Eternal Decree.

I. God from all eternity did, by the most wise and holy counsel of his own will, freely and
unchangeably ordain whatsoever comes to pass:? yet so, as thereby neither is God the author
of sin,? nor is violence offered to the will of the creatures, nor is the liberty or contingency of
second causes taken away, but rather established.®

V. Those of mankind that are predestinated unto life, God, before the foundation of the
world was laid, according to his eternal and immutable purpose, and the secret counsel and
good pleasure of his will, hath chosen in Christ unto everlasting glory,! out of his mere free

grace and love, without any foresight of faith or good works, or perseverance in either of

them, or any other thing in the creature, as conditions, or causes moving him thereunto;k
and all to the praise of his glorious gmce.l

The rest of mankind, God was pleased, according to the unsearchable counsel of his
own will, whereby he extendeth or withholdeth mercy as he pleaseth, for the glory of his
sovereign power over his creatures, to pass by, and to ordain them to dishonour and wrath
for their sin, to the praise of his glorious justice.

L. It pleased God the Father, Son, and Holy Ghost,? for the manifestation of the glory of his
eternal power, wisdom, and goodness,b in the beginning, to create, or make of nothing, the
world, and all things therein, whether visible or invisible, in the space of six days, and all very

Of Providence.

I. God, the great Creator of all things, doth uphold,? direct, dispose, and govern all creatures,
actions, and things,b from the greatest even to the least,® by his most wise and holy

d according to his infallible foreknowledge,® and the free and immutable counsel

Although, in relation to the foreknowledge and decree of God, the first cause, all things
come to pass immutably and infallibly:h yet, by the same providence, he ordereth them to fall
out, according to the nature of second causes, either necessarily, freely, or contingently.'

IV. The almighty power, unsearchable wisdom, and infinite goodness of God, so far manifest
themselves in his providence, that it extendeth itself even to the first fall, and all other sins of

angels and men,° and that not by a bare permission,P but such as hath joined with it a most

wise and powerful bounding,? and otherwise ordering and governing of them, in a manifold

dispensation, to his own holy ends;" yet so as the sinfulness thereof proceedeth only from the
creature, and not from God; who, being most holy and righteous, neither is nor can be the
author or approver of sin.®

children to manifold temptations, and the corruption of their own hearts, to chastise them
for their former sins, or to discover unto them the hidden strength of corruption, and
deceitfulness of their hearts, that they may be humbled;' and to raise them to a more close
and constant dependence for their support upon himself, and to make them more watchful

against all future occasions of sin, and for sundry other just and holy ends."

As for those wicked and ungodly men, whom God as a righteous judge, for former sins,
doth blind and harden," from them he not only withholdeth his grace, whereby they might
have been enlightened in their understandings, and wrought upon in their hearts;* but
sometimes also withdraweth the gifts which they had,” and exposeth them to such objects as
their corruption makes occasions of sin;* and, withal, gives them over to their own lusts, the
temptations of the world, and the power of Satan:? whereby it comes to pass that they harden
themselves, even under those means which God useth for the softening of others.?

Of the Fall of Man, of Sin,
and of the Punishment thereof.

L. Our first parents being seduced by the subtilty and temptation of Satan, sinned in eating
the forbidden fruit.? This their sin God was pleased, according to his wise and holy counsel,
to permit, having purposed to order it to his own glory.?

CHAPTER VII.
Of God’s Covenant with Man.

I. The distance between God and the creature is go great, that although reasonable creatures
do owe obedience unto him as their Creator, yet they could never have any fruition of him as
their blessedness and reward, but by some voluntary condescension on God’s part, which he
hath been pleased to express by way of covenant.?

III. Man by his fall having made himself incapable of life by that covenant, the Lord was
pleased to make a second,® commonly called the Covenant of Grace: whereby he freely
offereth unto sinners life and salvation by Jesus Christ, requiring of them faith in him, that
they may be saved;fand promising to give unto all those that are ordained unto life his Holy
Spirit, to make them willing and able to believe.&

I'V. This covenant of grace is frequently set forth in the scripture by the name of a Testament,
in reference to the death of Jesus Christ the testator, and to the everlasting inheritance, with

all things belonging to it, therein bequeathed.n

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V. This covenant was differently administered in the time of the law, and in the time of the
gospel;i under the law it was administered by promises, prophecies, sacrifices, circumcision,
the paschal lamb, and other types and ordinances delivered to the people of the Jews, all
foresignifying Christ to come,X which were for that time sufficient and efficacious, through
the operation of the spirit, to instruct and build up the elect in faith in the promised
Messiah,1 by whom they had full remission of sins, and eternal salvation; and is called, the
Old Testament.™

VI. Under the gospel, when Christ the substance™ was exhibited, the ordinances in which
this covenant is dispensed are the preaching of the word, and the administration of the
sacraments of Baptism and the Lord’s Supper,® which, though fewer in number, and
administered with more simplicity and less outward glory, yet, in them it is held forth in
more fulness, evidence, and spiritual efficacy,” to all nations, both Jews and Gentiles;? and is
called the New Testament."

These good works, done in obedience to God’s commandments, are the fruits and
evidences of a true and lively faith:° and by them believers manifest their thankfulness,d
strengthen their assurance,® edify their brethren, adorn the profession of the gospel,£ stop
the mouths of the adversaries,” and glorify God,' whose workmanship they are, created in

Christ Jesus thereunto;X that, having their fruit unto holiness, they may have the end eternal

life.!

sincerity, endeavouring to walk in all good conscience before him, may in this life be
certainly assured that they are in the state of grace,® and may rejoice in the hope of the glory
of God; which hope shall never make them ashamed.9

III. Beside this law, commonly called moral, God was pleased to give to the people of Israel,
as a church under age, ceremonial laws, containing several typical ordinances, partly of
worship, prefiguring Christ, his graces, actions, sufferings, and benefits;d and partly holding
forth divers instructions of moral duties.® All which ceremonial laws are now abrogated,
under the New Testament.

VI. Although true believers be not under the law as a covenant of works, to be thereby
justified, or condemned;! yet is it of great use to them, as well as to others; in that, as a rule of
life, informing them of the will of God and their duty, it directs and binds them to walk
accordingly;™ discovering also the sinful pollutions of their nature, hearts, and lives;" so as,
examining themselves thereby, they may come to further conviction of, humiliation for, and
hatred against sin;° together with a clearer sight of the need they have of Christ, and the
perfection of his obedience.P It is likewise of use to the regenerate, to restrain their
corruptions, in that it forbids sin;9 and the threatenings of it serve to show what even their
sins deserve, and what afflictions in this life they may expect for them, although freed from
the curse thereof threatened in the law." The promises of it, in like manner, show them God’s
approbation of obedience, and what blessings they may expect upon the performance
thereof, S although not as due to them by the law as a covenant of works:* so as a man’s doing
good, and refraining from evil, because the law encourageth to the one, and deterreth from
the other, is no evidence of his being under the law, and not under grace."

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CHAPTER XX.

Of Christian Liberty,
and Liberty of Conscience.

I. The liberty which Christ hath purchased for believers under the gospel, consists in their
freedom from the guilt of sin, the condemning wrath of God, the curse of the moral law;?
and in their being delivered from this present evil world, bondage to Satan, and dominion of
sin, from the evil of afflictions, the sting of death, the victory of the grave, and everlasting
damnation;® as also in their free access to God,d and their yielding obedience unto him, not
out of slavish fear, but a child-like love, and willing mind.® All which were common also to
believers under the law; but under the new testament, the liberty of Christians is further
enlarged in their freedom from the yoke of the ceremonial law, to which the Jewish Church
was subjected,2 and in greater boldness of access to the throne of grace," and in fuller
communications of the free Spirit of God, than believers under the law did ordinarily
partake of.!

And because the powers which God hath ordained, and the liberty which Christ hath
purchased, are not intended by God to destroy, but mutually to uphold and preserve one
another; they who, upon pretence of Christian liberty, shall oppose any lawful power, or the
lawful exercise of it, whether it be civil or ecclesiastical, resist the ordinance of God.P And for
their publishing of such opinions, or maintaining of such practices, as are contrary to the
light of nature, or to the known principles of Christianity, whether concerning faith, worship,
or conversation; or to the power of godliness; or such erroneous opinions or practices, as
either in their own nature, or in the manner of publishing or maintaining them, are
destructive to the external peace and order which Christ hath established in the church; they
may lawfully be called to account, 9and proceeded against by the censures of the church, and
by the power of the civil magistrate.”

trusted in, and served, with all the heart, and with all the soul, and with all the might.? But
the acceptable way of worshipping the true God is instituted by himself, and so limited by his
own revealed will, that he may not be worshipped according to the imaginations and devices
of men, or the suggestions of Satan, under any visible representation, or any other way not
prescribed in the holy Scripture.

VII As it is of the law of nature, that, in general, a due proportion of time be set apart for the
worship of God; so, in his word, by a positive, moral, and perpetual commandment, binding
all men in all ages, he hath particularly appointed one day in seven for a sabbath, to be kept
holy unto him:¥ which, from the beginning of the world to the resurrection of Christ, was the
last day of the week; and, from the resurrection of Christ, was changed into the first day of
the week,' which in Scripture is called the Lord’s Day,™ and is to be continued to the end of
the world, as the Christian Sabbath.”

II. The name of God only is that by which men ought to swear, and therein it is to be used
with all holy fear and reverence; therefore to swear vainly or rashly by that glorious and
dreadful name, or to swear at all by any other thing, is sinful, and to be abhorred.d Yet as, in
matters of weight and moment, an oath is warranted by the word of God under the New
Testament, as well as under the Ol1d;® so a lawful oath, being imposed by lawful authority, in
such matters, ought to be taken.f

III. Whosoever taketh an oath, ought duly to consider the weightiness of so solemn an act,
and therein to avouch nothing but what he is fully persuaded is the truth.® Neither may any
man bind himself by oath to any thing but what is good and just, and what he believeth so to
be, and what he is able and resolved to perform." Yet it is a sin to refuse an oath touching any
thing that is good and just, being imposed by lawful authority.i

II1. The civil magistrate may not assume to himself the administration of the word and
sacraments, or the power of the keys of the kingdom of heaven:® yet he hath authority, and it
is his duty, to take order, that unity and peace be preserved in the church, that the truth of
God be kept pure and entire, that all blasphemies and heresies be suppressed, all corruptions
and abuses in worship and discipline prevented or reformed, and all the ordinances of God
duly settled, administered, and observed. For the better effecting whereof, he hath power to
call synods, to be present at them, and to provide that whatsoever is transacted in them be
according to the mind of God.8

Infidelity, or difference in religion, doth not make void the magistrate’s
just and legal authority, nor free the people from their due obedience to him:™ from which
ecclesiastical persons are not exempted;” much less hath the Pope any power or jurisdiction
over them in their dominions, or over any of their people; and least of all to deprive them of
their dominions or lives, if he shall judge them to be hereticks, or upon any other pretence

notoriously wicked in their life, or maintain damnable heresies.®

newness of life:# which sacrament is, by Christ’s own appointment, to be continued in his
church until the end of the world.!

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CHAPTER XXIX.

Of the Lord s Supper.

I. Our Lord Jesus, in the night wherein he was betrayed, instituted the sacrament of his body
and blood, called the Lord’s Supper, to be observed in his church unto the end of the world,
for the perpetual remembrance of the sacrifice of himself in his death, the sealing all benefits
thereof unto true believers, their spiritual nourishment and growth in him, their further
engagement in and to all duties which they owe unto him, and to be a bond and pledge of
their communion with him, and with each other, as members of his mystical body.?

II. In this sacrament Christ is not offered up to his Father, nor any real sacrifice made at all
for remission of sins of the quick or dead;? but only a commemoration of that one offering
up of himself, by himself, upon the cross, once for all, and a spiritual oblation of all possible
praise unto God for the same;® so that the Popish sacrifice of the mass, as they call it, is most
abominably injurious to Christ’s one only sacrifice, the alone propitiation for all the sins of
the elect.d

VI. That doctrine which maintains a change of the substance of bread and wine into the
substance of Christ’s body and blood (commonly called Transubstantiation) by consecration
of a priest, or by any other way, is repugnant not to Scripture alone, but even to common
sense and reason; overthroweth the nature of the sacrament; and hath been and is the cause
of manifold superstitions, yea, of gross idolatries.™

really, but spiritually, present to the faith of believers in that ordinance, as the elements

VIII. Although ignorant and wicked men receive the outward elements in this sacrament, yet
they receive not the thing signified thereby; but by their unworthy coming thereunto are
guilty of the body and blood of the Lord, to their own damnation. Wherefore all ignorant
and ungodly persons, as they are unfit to enjoy communion with him, so are they unworthy
of the Lord’s table, and cannot, without great sin against Christ, while they remain such,
partake of these holy mysteries,P or be admitted thereunto.q

Of Church Censures.

Church censures are necessary for the reclaiming and gaining of offending brethren; for
deterring of others from the like offences; for purging out of that leaven which might infect
the whole lump; for vindicating the honour of Christ, and the holy profession of the gospel;

suffer his covenant, and the seals thereof, to be profaned by notorious and obstinate
offenders.®

It belongs to synods and councils ministerially to determine controversies of faith, and
cases of conscience; to set down rules and directions for the better ordering of the publick
worship of God, and government of his church; to receive complaints in cases of mal-
administration, and authoritatively to determine the same: which decrees and
determinations, if consonant to the word of God, are to be received with reverence and
submission, not only for their agreement with the word, but also for the power whereby they
are made, as being an ordinance of God, appointed thereunto in his word.d

I. The bodies of men after death return to dust and see corruption;? but their souls, (which
neither die nor sleep,) having an immortal subsistence, immediately return to God who gave
them. The souls of the righteous, being then made perfect in holiness, are received into the
highest heavens, where they behold the face of God in light and glory, waiting for the full
redemption of their bodies;® and the souls of the wicked are cast into hell, where they remain
in torments and utter darkness, reserved to the judgment of the great day.d Besides these two
places for souls separated from their bodies, the scripture acknowledgeth none.

In which day, not only the
apostate angels shall be judged,® but likewise all persons that have lived upon earth shall
appear before the tribunal of Christ, to give an account of their thoughts, words, and deeds,
and to receive according to what they have done in the body, whether good or evil.9

For then shall the righteous go into everlasting life, and receive
that fulness of joy and refreshing which shall come from the presence of the Lord; but the
wicked, who know not God, and obey not the gospel of Jesus Christ, shall be cast into eternal
torments, and be punished with everlasting destruction from the presence of the Lord, and
from the glory of his power.®

III. As Christ would have us to be certainly persuaded that there shall be a day of judgment,
both to deter all men from sin, and for the greater consolation of the godly in their
adversity; so will he have that day unknown to men, that they may shake off all carnal
security, and be always watchful, because they know not at what hour the Lord will come;

and may be ever prepared to say, Come, Lord Jesus, come quickly. Amen.&
