RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR USE OF THE
HAYWOOD COUNTY FAIRGROUNDS INC.

IN THE EVENT OF A DISASTER THE HCF, Inc. WILL NOT BE AVAILABLE

1. The applicant of the facilities and grounds hereby agrees to save and hold harmless the Haywood County Fairgrounds Inc. Board and Haywood County Government from any and all claims for damage to person or property that may arise from the use of the facilities and equipment, without regard to whether the damage, personal or otherwise, is brought about or caused by the negligence of the user, the Haywood County Fairgrounds Inc. Board, or any person, organization, firm, or corporation.

2. The applicant agrees to leave all facilities and grounds clean. All trash must be placed in appropriate receptacles. (The designation of ‘clean’ is at the discretion of the HCF, Inc. Board.)

3. The applicant is responsible for and agrees to pay for and all damages to the facilities and its property.

4. The applicant must provide written proof of liability insurance with a minimum of 1 million dollars coverage for the entire rental period at the time of application. (Individuals, groups, or organizations that do not have liability insurance coverage may obtain coverage at a minimal rate set by the board through HCF, Inc.).

5. Non-profit applicants must provide written proof of non-profit status before being eligible to receive the non-profit rate. The non-profit rate is available only to non-profit organizations in Haywood County.

6. All organizations renting the facilities and grounds for fundraising, whether or not they can claim a nonprofit status will be charged regular rental fees. (Special consideration may be given for catastrophic situations. These will be reviewed and substantiated by the Rental Fee Committee.)

7. A properly executed rental application must be submitted, along with full deposit according to the fee schedule at least 30 days prior to the proposed date(s) of use. Any cancellation by the applicant less than 30 days prior to the planned event will result in a non-refundable deposit.

8. No alcoholic beverages, narcotics, or other controlled substances shall be brought or consumed on the Haywood County Agriculture & Activities Center property.

9. Users are expected to be aware of and to obey all other appropriate and applicable laws concerning public conduct and safety during their use of the HCF, Inc. property.

10. HCF, Inc. board members, county officials, or designated representatives of either shall have fee access at all times.

11. Applicants are responsible for providing sufficient security for their event. If security personnel are required, payment and/or compensation shall be the responsibility of the applicant.

12. Payment in full shall be made before the facilities are unlocked.

13. Violation of facility use rules or non-payment may result in expulsion with denial of future rental privileges. All rules and regulations are subject to the interpretation of and enforcement by the HCF, Inc. Board.

14. Facilities checklists are to be turned in to Aaron Mabry or the Haywood County Extension Office within 48 hours after the close of the scheduled event.
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
