Are you part of the restoration of the land, "The Enjoyment of Christ"? 
1.   Pray that we would encourage one another to possess the "Enjoyment the Lord" . . . 
 
Deut 26:8-9 and the LORD brought us out of Egypt with a mighty hand and an outstretched arm and with great terror and with signs and 
wonders; and He has brought us to this place and has given us this land, a land flowing with milk and honey. 
 
Ps 34:1-5 I will bless the LORD at all times; His praise shall continually be in my mouth. My soul will make its boast in the LORD; The humble 
will hear it and rejoice. O magnify the LORD with me, And let us exalt His name together. I sought the LORD, and He answered me, And delivered 
me from all my fears. They looked to Him and were radiant, And their faces will never be ashamed. 
 
Jer. 16:15 but, ‘As the LORD lives, who brought up the sons of Israel from the land of the north and from all the countries where He had banished 
them.’ For I will restore them to their own land which I gave to their fathers. 

Ps 32:10-11 Many are the sorrows of the wicked, But he who trusts in the LORD, lovingkindness shall surround him. Be glad in the LORD and 
rejoice, you righteous ones; And shout for joy, all you who are upright in heart. 

Isa. 49:8-11 Thus says the LORD, “In a favorable time I have answered You, And in a day of salvation I have helped You; And I will keep You 
and give You for a covenant of the people, To restore the land, to make them inherit the desolate heritages; Saying to those who are bound, ‘Go 
forth,’ To those who are in darkness, ‘Show yourselves.’ Along the roads they will feed, And their pasture will be on all bare heights. 
“They will not hunger or thirst, Nor will the scorching heat or sun strike them down; For He who has compassion on them will lead them And 
will guide them to springs of water. “I will make all My mountains a road, And My highways will be raised up. 
 
Ps 105:1-6 Oh give thanks to the LORD, call upon His name; Make known His deeds among the peoples. 
Sing to Him, sing praises to Him; Speak of all His wonders. Glory in His holy name; Let the heart of those who seek the LORD be glad. Seek 
the LORD and His strength; Seek His face continually. Remember His wonders which He has done, His marvels and the judgments uttered by His 
mouth, O seed of Abraham, His servant, O sons of Jacob, His chosen ones! He is the LORD our God; His judgments are in all the earth. 
 
Joshua 21:43-44  So the LORD gave Israel all the land which He had sworn to give to their fathers, and they possessed it and lived in it. And 
the LORD gave them rest on every side, according to all that He had sworn to their fathers, and no one of all their enemies stood before 
them; the LORD gave all their enemies into their hand. 
 
Hab 3:17-19 Though the fig tree should not blossom And there be no fruit on the vines, Though the yield of the olive should fail And the fields 
produce no food, Though the flock should be cut off from the fold And there be no cattle in the stalls, Yet I will exult in the LORD, I will rejoice in 
the God of my salvation. The Lord GOD is my strength, And He has made my feet like hinds’ feet, And makes me walk on my high places. 
 
2.   Pray that hearts would be challenged to move from knowing about the Lord to true enjoyment of the Lord . . . 
 
Ps 105:37-45 Then He brought them out with silver and gold, And among His tribes there was not one who stumbled. Egypt was glad when they 
departed, For the dread of them had fallen upon them. He spread a cloud for a covering, And fire to illumine by night. They asked, and He 
brought quail, And satisfied them with the bread of heaven. He opened the rock and water flowed out; It ran in the dry places like a river. 
For He remembered His holy word With Abraham His servant; And He brought forth His people with joy, His chosen ones with a joyful shout. 
He gave them also the lands of the nations, That they might take possession of the fruit of the peoples’ labor, So that they might keep His statutes 
And observe His laws, Praise the LORD! 
 
Neh 9:14-16  “So You made known to them Your holy Sabbath, And laid down for them commandments, statutes and law, Through Your servant 
Moses. “You provided bread from heaven for them for their hunger, You brought forth water from a rock for them for their thirst, And You told 
them to enter in order to possess The land which You swore to give them. “But they, our fathers, acted arrogantly; They became stubborn and 
would not listen to Your commandments. 
 
I Chron 28:8-9 So now, in the sight of all Israel, the assembly of the LORD, and in the hearing of our God, observe and seek after all the 
commandments of the LORD your God so that you may possess the good land and bequeath it to your sons after you forever. “As for you, my son 
Solomon, know the God of your father, and serve Him with a whole heart and a willing mind; for the LORD searches all hearts, and understands 
every intent of the thoughts. If you seek Him, He will let you find Him; but if you forsake Him, He will reject you forever. 

Joshua 18:3 So Joshua said to the sons of Israel, “How long will you put off entering to take possession of the land which the LORD, the God of 
your fathers, has given you? 
 
Deut 1:35-36 ‘Not one of these men, this evil generation, shall see the good land which I swore to give your fathers, except Caleb the son of 
Jephunneh; he shall see it, and to him and to his sons I will give the land on which he has set foot, because he has followed the LORD fully.’ 
 
Joshua 14:7-11 I was forty years old when Moses the servant of the LORD sent me from Kadesh-barnea to spy out the land, and I brought word 
back to him as it was in my heart. Nevertheless my brethren who went up with me made the heart of the people melt with fear; but I followed 
the LORD my God fully. So Moses swore on that day, saying, ‘Surely the land on which your foot has trodden will be an inheritance to you and to 
your children forever, because you have followed the LORD my God fully.’ Now behold, the LORD has let me live, just as He spoke, these forty-five 
years, from the time that the LORD spoke this word to Moses, when Israel walked in the wilderness; and now behold, I am eighty-five years old 
today. I am still as strong today as I was in the day Moses sent me; as my strength was then, so my strength is now, for war and for going out and 
coming in. 
 
Ps 66:1-4 Shout joyfully to God, all the earth; Sing the glory of His name; Make His praise glorious. Say to God, “How awesome are Your 
works! Because of the greatness of Your power Your enemies will give feigned obedience to You. “All the earth will worship You, And will sing 
praises to You; They will sing praises to Your name.” Selah. 
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
