From Your Pastor /s your SS Class Evangelistic?

Evangelism and church outreach has changed much over
the past 25 years. Sunday School used to provide an effective
evangelistic strategy as members would often invite others to
attend their SS class and some would often come o a Sunday
School class before ever attending a worship service. Now,
most people usually come to a worship service before consider-
ing a SS class. SS classes are considered open groups because
they use an ongoing curriculum that allows guests to enter the
study at any point.

Many growing churches are now using small groups as part
of their evangelistic strategy. Small groups usually meet for a
set number of weeks and emphasize discipleship and spiritual
maturity. Small groups can be evangelistic if the members are
intentional about inviting an unchurched individual or couple to
every new small group that is formed. We are going fo start
some small groups in March (Lord willing) and I'll speak more to
how they can be evangelistic in the coming weeks.

We already have SS classes and most are open o new
people. However, most classes see very few (if any) non-
believers ever come to their class. If they aren't careful,
evangelistic focus can quickly disappear.

How can we make sure our Sunday School classes remain
evangelistic? Consider these questions:

1. Have you had any new faces in your SS class in the past 6
months or year?

2. Do you spend a few minutes each week discussing
evangelistic opportunities (who could you invite)?

3. Are you praying for any non-believers by name?

4. Have you planned any fellowship/outreach events within
the past six months? (Maybe you can use March 5th.)

5. Has your teacher prepared/studied well and able to teach
in a way that encourages visitors to attend and learn?

6. Does your teacher & members live a lifestyle of personal
evangelism where they regularly look for opportunities to
share their faith and invite others to attend?

7. Does your class get excited when you have a visitor? Do
you get even more excited when a non-believer is saved?
