Then encourage your 
children to think of an area in their lives where they need to make a 
change as well. Maybe it’s a change in attitude or a change in how 
they treat someone. Remind your kids that by repenting and changing 
how we think or act, we are preparing for Jesus.

Find a way 
to celebrate Jesus this week that’s new to you and will bring deeper 
meaning to the holiday, such as doing a kindness for another person, 
attending a special service, or spending time with someone who can 
celebrate with you. Or start a new Christ-centered tradition at your 
house. For example, after you open your presents, you might have 
everyone take a moment to tell why the gift of Jesus’ birth is so special.

We learned this week that Jesus is special—because he is the Son 
of God, but he still chose to come to earth to die for our sin (Luke 
2:39-52). Strengthen your family’s faith learning and growth at 
home with this easy idea:


Parents: Talk to your children about what it means to you that 
Jesus is special. Then encourage your family members to explore 
what “Jesus is special” means to each of them. One of the ways to get 
to know the “specialness” of Jesus better is simply to spend more time 
with him. If your family is used to praying aloud together, perhaps at 
mealtimes, suggest spending time in silence together acknowledging 
the presence of the Savior with you. This is called contemplative 
prayer, and it is one way to converse with God. In this kind of prayer, 
it’s our turn to listen to God. Let children know the purpose of the 
silence, but make the duration of time appropriate to their ages. 
You may want to start out by trying just 15 or 20 seconds of silence 
together.


Jesus, we thank you for your amazing sacrifice for us. We want to know 
you more. Remind us each day to focus on you. In Jesus’ name, amen.

Then let each family member share a favorite memory, too. Explore 
the feelings behind those memories. For example, a family member 
might associate a favorite vacation with a sense of adventure, or a 
favorite book with a sense of love and comfort felt while he or she 
read it. Think of times God has provided those same feelings for you. 
Discuss ways your family can remember to think of God as a parent 
and rely on him.

Then share things that help you defeat temptation, such as 
praying or spending time with people who help you stay strong 
against temptation. Encourage family members to discuss ways to 
help one another with the temptations they regularly face.

At the end of each day this week, have 
family members share an honest assessment of how they responded 
to Jesus during the day. Responses might include “I was aware of Jesus’ 
presence all day” or “I totally ignored God today.” You might want to do 
this as a “response to Jesus” reminder several times a year.

Come up with 
a phrase you and your family members can use when you have God 
Sightings. This could be something as simple as “I see God!” or “God’s 
here!” Help family members discover and learn to recognize that God 
is constantly at work in their lives.

Repenting prepares us for Jesus.


“If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us 
our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness” (1 John 1:9).


We learned this week that in order to prepare our hearts for Jesus, 
we need to confess our sin (Luke 3:7-18). Strengthen your family’s 
faith learning and growth at home with this easy idea:


Parents: Talk about a need to change something about the way 
you act or think. Explain why you need to make that change and 
what you plan to do to follow through on it. Then encourage your 
children to think of an area in their lives where they need to make a 
change as well. Maybe it’s a change in attitude or a change in how 
they treat someone. Remind your kids that by repenting and changing 
how we think or act, we are preparing for Jesus.

The Son of God Is Born!


Christians celebrate Jesus’ birth.


“For to us a child is born, to us a son is given, and the government 
will be on his shoulders. And he will be called Wonderful Counselor, 
Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace” (Isaiah 9:6).


We learned this week that we celebrate Christmas because Jesus 
is the greatest gift of all (Luke 1:26-45; 2:1-20). Strengthen your 
family’s faith learning and growth at home with this easy idea:


Parents: Talk about a time you were looking forward to a baby 
being born. What was most exciting about that time? Then discuss 
ways your family can focus on Jesus’ birth at Christmastime. Find a way 
to celebrate Jesus this week that’s new to you and will bring deeper 
meaning to the holiday, such as doing a kindness for another person, 
attending a special service, or spending time with someone who can 
celebrate with you. Or start a new Christ-centered tradition at your 
house. For example, after you open your presents, you might have 
everyone take a moment to tell why the gift of Jesus’ birth is so special.

Jesus is special.


“I and the Father are one” (John 10:30).


We learned this week that Jesus is special—because he is the Son 
of God, but he still chose to come to earth to die for our sin (Luke 
2:39-52). Strengthen your family’s faith learning and growth at 
home with this easy idea:


Parents: Talk to your children about what it means to you that 
Jesus is special. Then encourage your family members to explore 
what “Jesus is special” means to each of them. One of the ways to get 
to know the “specialness” of Jesus better is simply to spend more time 
with him. If your family is used to praying aloud together, perhaps at 
mealtimes, suggest spending time in silence together acknowledging 
the presence of the Savior with you. This is called contemplative 
prayer, and it is one way to converse with God. In this kind of prayer, 
it’s our turn to listen to God. Let children know the purpose of the 
silence, but make the duration of time appropriate to their ages. 
You may want to start out by trying just 15 or 20 seconds of silence 
together.


Jesus, we thank you for your amazing sacrifice for us. We want to know 
you more. Remind us each day to focus on you. In Jesus’ name, amen.

We learned this week that when we put our belief in Jesus, we 
gain the amazing benefit of being able to call ourselves children 
of God (John 1:1-18). Strengthen your family’s faith learning and 
growth at home with this easy idea:


Parents: Tell your children about a favorite childhood memory. 
Then let each family member share a favorite memory, too. Explore 
the feelings behind those memories. For example, a family member 
might associate a favorite vacation with a sense of adventure, or a 
favorite book with a sense of love and comfort felt while he or she 
read it. Think of times God has provided those same feelings for you. 
Discuss ways your family can remember to think of God as a parent 
and rely on him.


God, we thank you for allowing us to come to you as children come 
to their parents. We love you and ask you to teach us to rely on you. In 
Jesus’ name, amen.

We learned this week that when we’re faced with temptation, 
we can ask Jesus for strength to do what’s right (Luke 4:1-13). 
Strengthen your family’s faith learning and growth at home with 
this easy idea:


Parents: Tell about a time you felt overpowering temptation. Share 
honestly about the struggles you had and how you overcame the 
temptation. (Choose something that is age-appropriate, so children 
will begin to understand that temptation is something everyone 
faces.) Then share things that help you defeat temptation, such as 
praying or spending time with people who help you stay strong 
against temptation. Encourage family members to discuss ways to 
help one another with the temptations they regularly face.


God, thank you for always providing a way out of temptation. This 
week, when we’re tempted to do wrong, help us look to you for 
strength. In Jesus’ name, amen.

We learned this week how Jesus was rejected in his hometown 
and how we can receive Jesus with love and gratitude for what 
he has done for us (Luke 4:22-30). Strengthen your family’s faith 
learning and growth at home with this easy idea:


Parents: Discuss a difficult situation your family has faced. Ask 
family members to talk about it, and then discuss how God met 
your needs and how you responded to God in that situation. Then 
challenge family members to think about how they respond to Jesus 
throughout an average day. At the end of each day this week, have 
family members share an honest assessment of how they responded 
to Jesus during the day. Responses might include “I was aware of Jesus’ 
presence all day” or “I totally ignored God today.” You might want to do 
this as a “response to Jesus” reminder several times a year.


God, we’re so thankful we can ask you to help us in every situation. 
Teach us to recognize how you’re moving in our lives, and help us 
respond with love and gratitude. In Jesus’ name, amen.

Parents: Share a “God Sighting” with your family—explain how 
you’ve seen God working in your life recently. Encourage your 
family members to be on the lookout for God Sightings each day this 
week. Every evening at a special time, have them share places they 
recognized God at work in their lives. God Sightings can be as simple 
as seeing a beautiful sunset or finding a new friend. Come up with 
a phrase you and your family members can use when you have God 
Sightings. This could be something as simple as “I see God!” or “God’s 
here!” Help family members discover and learn to recognize that God 
is constantly at work in their lives.
