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Expectations:
Within the first 90 days, the Director shall focus on developing relationships with

members the band(s), staff and Worship Design Team and begin to identify,
recruit, train and further develop the volunteers to accomplish the ministry; to
meet regularly with Lead Pastor to create and begin implementation of the
ministry plan for the following year. A list of quarterly goals shall be established.
