     “A shivering 15-year-old, Biljana Nikolić, stood shielding her one-
month-old on a street corner in Serbia as a fierce thunderstorm whipped through 
town.

She was fleeing 
her abusive second husband, and this, less  than a year after running away from her 
first husband, a man her mother forced her to marry. She watched her baby struggle 
to breathe, and remembered a song her aunt taught her when she was 9: I have a 
phone that goes up into the sky, when I have problems I can call Jesus.
     "God, I know you are here and that you gave me this child," she muttered, "but I 
don't know what to do with him. If you want, take him."
     Just then, a Serbian woman opened the door of the house Biljana was leaning 
against. She urged Biljana to come inside. It was the first of a long string of answers to 
prayer that would change her life.”


 Today she is  back with her first husband and together they are reaching out to 
the people of Croatia with the love of Jesus. It all started with a desperate prayer on a 
cold street. Sometimes  we wonder if God is even available or really listening to our 
cries, but He is. David said, “But in my distress  I cried out to the Lord; yes, I prayed to 
my God for help. He heard me from his sanctuary,” (Psalm 18:6). No matter where we 
find ourselves, we can call on the Lord who hears  & answers the sincere and 
desperate prayer. Why not call on Jesus today... the line is open.
