It Requires Having A Vision:

*\/ision is a divine revelation base on a “Word” from
God!

* It becomes the “guiding light” to where I'm going
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Ps 119:105

Your word is a lamp to my feet and a light to my
path.
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Word (dabar)- is divine communication in the form of
commandments, prophecy, and words of help to his people.

* It is communication most often spoken but can come through
other means.
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* Dabar translated into Greek is lego.

*Logos is a derivative of Lego.

* Logos is the word or that by which the inward thought
(God’s will) is expressed
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The word Commission or Sent (salah) means:

e to send forth, it describes God’s sending forth or away
into a providential (preordained) purpose
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
