To Make Him Known in Tough Times

Imagine how Jesus’ followers must have felt.
They went through the horror of watching Him
die on the cross and the fear that they might be
arrested next. Then they went through the
amazement that He had risen. He would appear
and talk with them and teach them. Now Jesus
was gone again, and this time nobody knew
when He would return.

There were only about 120 of Jesus’ followers
left, and they were hiding from the Jewish
leaders. On top of that, Judas, one of the twelve

disciples, had been a traitor, helping the Jewish
leaders capture Jesus. Then, feeling guilty
about it, Judas killed himself. So the disciples
had to wonder if others in their group might
betray them, too.

But Jesus had given them a mission: to be His
witnesses, to testify about His resurrection. The
disciples not only planned to keep going, they
even picked a new leader to replace Judas.
