Fitting in—wanting to have the right clothes, watch the right TV shows, and hang out
with the right people—is growing increasingly important to your preteen.

Take a minute with your son or daughter to thumb through some magazines targeted
at preteens and teens (companies are starting to target these age groups together).
Check out Teen People, Teen Vogue, J-14, or other magazines your preteen might
subscribe to or be interested in. Count how many references to popularity or fitting in
you can find. Then read Romans 12:2 together. Remind your child that fitting in with
God’s plan is more important than being liked.
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
