3. Who questions Jesus here (vs. 23)?  What do they believe?  How does their question appear mocking? Serious?  Scriptural (Duet. 25-5-10)? A trick?

4. What aspect of their question does Jesus answer? Why is there no marriage in heaven?

5. By Jesus' definition, what kind of “lover” are you?  In what way do you want to grow in your love right now toward God? Toward family? Toward the needy? Toward yourself? How might you do so?

6. With the Pharisees expecting the Messiah to be human (David's descendent) or divine (David's Lord)?  Why would it take Jesus' death and resurrection to show that the Messiah is more than just David's descendent?
