1. How are we to grow in our spiritual life (vs. 1-4)?

2. How does that contrast with the things that don't lead to growth (see 2:16-23)?  How was setting your mind and heart on Christ related to what he has already done for us (vs. 1)?  To what he will do for us (vs. 4)?

3. How much contrast is there between the “clothes” of our earthly nature (vs. 5-11) and those of God's chosen people (vs. 12-17)?  How hard would it seem to be to take off the first and put on the second?  How is it possible (see 2:6-10)?

4. What practical difference does this new clothing making relationship between wives and husbands?  Between parents and children?  Slaves and masters?

5. What confirms that all these relationships are built around Christ?

6. Is the person in verses 12-17 calm, cool and in control or self-control but also lavished in his or her love for others?  You most resemble the first or the second?
