What do you think the demon possessed man looked like?  What was life like for him?  Why was it so meaningful to him that Jesus drove out the demon?
Do you think demons still exist today?  Do you think Jesus has given believers the power and authority to drive out demons today?  Why or why not?

How did the people reacted Jesus’ healing the blind and mute man?  How did the Pharisees react?  
Why were the Pharisees always trying to interfere with Jesus' ministry?

Jesus said that a good tree is recognized by its fruit.  What does it mean for us to have good fruit?
Family Activity:

Look for places in our church or community where there is a spirit of legalism (spirit of the Pharisees).  Identify the legalism, and discuss ways in which that situation should be corrected to show Jesus’ love for relationships over religion.

What is meant by “blasphemy against the Holy Spirit” (vs.31-32)?  How did the Pharisees committed that sin?  Why is it impossible for this one sin to be forgiven?

Do you believe that demons can still possess people?  Do you think that Jesus has given us the power and authority to drive out demons?

What reason does Jesus give for the Pharisees’ hostility (vs. 34-37)?

What real difference does Jesus as power make in your daily struggles against evil?  In your freedom to be honest with God?  In your daily communication with others?
