8. What emotions and motives accompany Jesus’ prediction of Peter's denial?  Peter's vow? Jesus’ reply? Peter's follow-up vow?

9. What are the various emotions Jesus must've felt at Gethsemane?  What does he ask of his disciples? What does he ask of God?  What model for our prayers does Jesus show us here?
