Spiritual conversation starters for families

Matthew 8:1-17:  Week of February 12, 2012
1. What was it like to be a leper in Jesus’ day?  Why was it so important for Jesus to heal the leper with a touch?
2. Why was it so remarkable that the centurion recognized that Jesus could heal his servant with a mere command?  Why was Jesus so impressed with his faith?

3. What do you feel that Peter was thinking when he watched Jesus heal his mother-in-law?

4. Do you think that Jesus can heal you today?

5. The people whom Jesus healed were considered outcasts by their society.  Who are the outcasts in our city?  How do we show them the same love Jesus showed outcasts?

Family Activity:  Visit someone who is considered an outcast or forgotten by others (nursing home, hospital, or homeless).  Show them Jesus’ love in a practical way (food, clothing, gifts, hugs, attention, etc.).  Watch their hearts light up as you give Jesus’ love and hope to them.

4. Who are the “many” in verses 11-12?  Who are the subjects of the kingdom?  Why is Jesus sharing this with a Jewish audience?

5. What do you feel that Peter was thinking when he watched Jesus heal his mother-in-law?

6. What hope do these stories give you as you think of the disease of sin in your life?
