5.What Scriptures can you use to fend off Satan’s attempts to get you to do wrong things?

6.How can other people help you to overcome Satan’s temptations in your life?

Family Activity:  Each family member can describe a recent incident where Satan tried to tempt them to do something wrong.  Explain how the situation was handled.  What went well?  What went wrong?  If needed, discuss how it could go better next time.
